Burnout threatens managers the most. Psychologlaten the major reason is managers' reluctancy or
inability to delegate tasks to their subordinatdeegues. Instead, they prefer to carry out as niasks as
possible on their own to ensure the required quaBurnout is the result of total exhaustion andiraple
reduction in activity does not solve the problem.

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1.1 Arbeitssucht ist eine tiickische Krankheit der kRutigen Zeit

Ein von der Arbeit abhangiger Mensch Uberschreiténdig seine koérperlichen und
geistigen Grenzen, oftmals ist er nicht imstandszaruhen, und wenn er ausruht, fuhlt er
sich schuldig. Er will alles (oder so viel wie mig) selbst erledigen und bei Teamarbeiten
hat er meist Probleme. Er stellt sich Termine, elienur deshalb versucht krampfhaft zu
erfullen, weil er sich dann beim nachsten Mal n&dizere Termine setzen kann. Er ist
immer in Eile, auch wenn es dafir keine Griinde. gibtist unrealistisch und verspricht oft
mehr, als er schaffen kann. Solche Menschen nutlienArbeit héufig dazu, um
unangenehmen seelischen Empfindungen und unangenehatsachen der heutigen Welt
zu entfliehen. Sie gestatten weder sich noch andengide zu sein, und gebrauchen oft
gefahrliche Methoden, um die Ubermafige Belastimd@siiff zu bekommen (Alkohol,
Zigaretten und andere Suchtmittel). In der Regeihaehlassigen sie nicht nur ihre
Gesundheit (was sich darin aul3ert, dass sie bandasitlichen Problemen meistens nicht
einmal einen Arzt aufsuchen),sondern sie vernasigés auch die zwischenmenschlichen
Beziehungen (sie Uberfordern sich vor allem numdavenn ihnen das irgendeinen Vorteil
in der Arbeit verschafft). Sie sind nur auf ihrebAitsziele fokussiert und das, was andere
erleben, verstehen sie nicht oder es interesseerticht. Sie pflegen ungeduldig und gereizt
zu sein und wegen kleinster Fehler sind sie Ulsdrn witend auf sich selbst. Sie haben
entweder einen Hang zu Selbstmitleid, oder igneneihre Geflhle einfach. Haufig
gebarden sie sich unwahrscheinlich ernst und leid®er dem Eindruck, dass sie von
anderen nicht geschatzt werden. Nicht selten fihss& einen chaotischen und
unorganisierten Lebensstil und sind meist einsam.

Er verliert die
Fahigkeit, zu kommunizieren und bleibt allein. M@nn sagen, er wird zu einem asozialen
Mitglied der Gesellschatft.

» Sind sie nicht in der Lage, das festgelegte Magr ihatigkeit einzuhalten?
Eine positive Beantwortung der meisten Fragmlte fur sie ein Impuls sein, Uber sich
und ihre eigenen Angewohnheiten nachzudenken.

1.3 Wie wird man Workaholic

Zu einem Workaholic kann ein Mensch auch dann werdenn er das Ziel seiner
Anstrengungen (Bemuhungen) zwar definieren, jedocht geradewegs zu ihm gelangen
kann. Hat er keine Autoritat an seiner Seite, tie lenken und positiv beeinflussen kann,
begeht er auf dem Weg zu seinem Ziel viele Versehed Fehler, die sukzessive
untrennbarer Bestandteil seiner Arbeit werden (géagéht er uneffektiv vor und schlagt
Wege ein, die in Sackgassen fuhren; die Erlediguslgensachlicher Arbeiten verdrangt
schrittweise die strategischen Aufgaben (infolgesde sich das Ziel zu entfernen beginnt).
Friher oder spater fangt er an, in seiner eigermdeiAherumzuirren. Das Verlangen, das

ertrdumte Ziel zu erreichen, ist zwar sehr starkd die Nervositat ruft auf Grund der
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Tatsache, dass das Ziel immer mehr in die Ferrig,mioch grof3ere Anstrengungen hervor,
doch das Ergebnis besteht meist nur darin, daBgla Ziel etwas langsamer entfernt.

Und deshalb muss er sich,
bevor er sich ansteckt, ein Arbeitssystem schaffiexd die Arbeitsergebnisse dann

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1.5 Wie man der Arbeitssucht vorbeugen kann

Ahnlich wie andere Siichte entsteht der Arbeitssatthitahlich und mehr oder weniger
unbewusst. Der Mensch arbeitet gern, die Arbeitibetrihm Freude, er schatzt seine Arbeit
und oftmals wird ihm gar nicht bewusst, dass er morabhangig ist. Damit erhebt sich die
legitime Frage: Wie lasst sich der Arbeitssuchbeoigen?

Das Mittel gegen Arbeitssucht ist ein gut funkteneindes Arbeitssystem. Das bedeutet
in der Praxis:

* Festlegung wirksamer Regeln und Applikation eirféskéven Arbeitssystems,
* Planung und Auswertung der erreichten Ergebnisse,
» Selbstrealisierung, geistige Hygiene und Selbstkdlat

Arbeit ist fir das Leben eines gesunden und kreatindividuums notwendig, da sie
das Leben erfiillt und bereichert. Der Arbeit ddréranichtabsolute Bedeutung und
Zeit beigemessen werden. Fir die Arbeit, aber auch igiFdmilie, Freunde, Hobbys,
Weiterbildung, kérperliche Aktivitaten u. 4. muse dntsprechende Zeit eingeplant werden.
Diese Tatigkeiten sollten nach Meinung zahlreick&perten maximal zwei Drittel des
Tages ausfullen. Das restliche Drittel muss fur &urholung, Zeitverluste, Reserven und
fur unvorhersehbare Umstande vorbehalten werden.

Unbedingte Voraussetzung fiir hohe Leistungskrak®eiMenschen (insbesondere eines
Menschen, der in die Risikogruppe des Personalf) fat eine gute psychische und
korperliche Kondition (nur im Zustand korperlichend geistigen Wohlbefindens kann man
nicht nur seine eigene Zeit, sondern auch dieségiter Mitarbeiter effizient managen).

Eine effektive Methode, wie geistige Ausgeglichehhen Fihrungskraften erzielt
werden kann, ist die StrategelDA, die eine Anleitung dafir ist, wie Probleme und
Konflikte in der Firma ohne Risiko, die eigene Gadeit zu gefdhrden, erfolgreich gelost
werden konnen.

Schlafdeprivation, Hypertension, Stress und ertg)Bhlaganfall- oder Infarktrisiko gehen
haufig Hand in Hand mit der Arbeitssucht (das ButA®yndrom als potentielle Folge der
Arbeitssucht ist dann nicht selten von klinischespE2ssionen begleitet).

Arbeitgeber. Die Menschen kénnen namlich den Eicklerhalten, dass Ubertriebene Arbeit
in der Firma erwartet, geschatzt und bevorzugt vidak ist aber keine gute Visitenkarte fir
eine Firma, die neue Talente anlocken oder ihr Bslpersonal halten will. Die Firma
sollte also im Interesse strategischer Prospeanitétdie Schaffung eines Arbeitsumfeldes
bemuht sein, das in hchstméglichem Mal3e, dasdbhaistund Tolerieren von Arbeitssucht
ausschlief3t.

Was Fuhrungskrafte und das Personal der Risikogrupperhaupt anbelangt, hat die
Praxis bewiesen, dass eine der haufigsten Ursatd®Arbeitssucht die Unfahigkeit dieser
Personen ist, zwischen Dringlichkeit und RelevamereSache zu unterscheiden und ihre
Zeit dementsprechend auszurichten. Das fuhrt zneiialschen Umgang mit dem geistigen
Kapital, und zwar dem eigenen, als auch dem dearbkiter. Die zu den Risikogruppen
zahlenden Personen sollten deshalb im Rahmen Enwwicklung keinesfalls dagime
managementvergessen oder unterschatzen. Eine haufige Urdécldee Arbeitssucht ist
aber auch in der Erholung zu suchen. Midigkeit Brethdpfung sind typische Anzeichen
fur Uberarbeitung. Besonders gefahrlich ist gegstiiidigkeit chronischer Art, denn ein
chronisch muder Mensch hat wenig Kraft (Energisf),gereizt und schléafrig (oft deshalb,
weil er nicht schlafen kann) und hegt qualende Glefisofort wieder arbeiten zu mussen.

Unter
chronischem Stress leiden insbesondere Menscheneider Dauerbelastung im sozial-
emotionellen Bereich ausgesetzt sind (eine stargi&dgruppe sind die Fuhrungskrafte).

Die Ursache des Problems sind jedoch nicht nurremgende, Uberwiegend geistige
Arbeit, viele Uberstunden oder Entscheidungen urgeih unter Stress. Ursache sind auch
nicht erfullte Hoffnungen und eine nicht realiseeAspiration hoch motivierter Menschen.
Die Quintessenz des Burnout-Syndroms ist Hieschopfung des menschlichen
Willens.

Das Burnout-Syndrom ist eine schmerzhafte Erfahrumije von physischen

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Migration theories: reasons and explanations

The process of migration involves a permanent nahviedividuals or groups from
their usual living environment, or their move tootrer community. A typical example of
migration is labour migration or the migration aégple for religious, ethnic or political
reasons. All the above types of migration havengesent for centuries. (Cseresnyés F.,
2005)

Labour market mobility is an important mechanisnihe alignment of labour force
supply and demand. Labour force mobility is whenpkyees change their jobs or
profession for the reason of obtaining better fvconditions, higher wages or for other
reasons; while this change causes their temporarmgeomanent territorial mobility, i.e.
migration. Mobility decisions are very much simitarthose made about someone’s further
studies. People first consider the possible fumgteantages and costs of moving. They
move only if the expected benefits of the changeeed its financial and psychical costs.
(Galasi P., 1997)

“Migration in a global perspective is a certainkof equalisation mechanism. On
one side there is the territorially uneven disttidau of population, on the other side there is
the similarly uneven distribution of job opportued, earnings, capital and consumer
goods.” According to the equilibrium theory of magjon the outcome of international
migration is an optimal distribution of resourcesrldwide. (own translation) (Poczik Sz.—
Dunavdlgyi Sz., 2008, 65)

Labour mobility has its significant costs. Peopleo are employed far from their
place of residence are forced to leave their fiseadd their usual living environment
behind. They also break up their ties with thegvious employer, which means that they
also need to give up their perspective bonusesbandfits they would be entitled for had
they stayed in their old job. Psychical effect®atsust be mentioned, since it is not easy to
integrate into a new community and workplace, anwercome language barriers.

The decision of an employee to move to anotheionegr to commute there is
influenced by numerous factors. Besides one’s skalhd character such factors are the
individual’'s background and the economic and namemic conditions in the target region
as well as barriers that can be found betweenlibeeamentioned regions. The precondition
for migration is that a given individual or groupindividuals must be dissatisfied with the
circumstances in their own region, and they musinbermed about the possible target
regions and the opportunities in those places.diehl.— Rechnitzer J., 2004)

The direction of labour migration is always frongi@ns with relatively low income
levels towards places where individuals can finttdogorospects. John Hicks, Nobel Prize
winning economist put down the following in 1932differences in net economic
advantages, chiefly differences in wages, are thm mauses of migration.” (Borjas G. J.,
2008, 322). Nearly all analyses dealing with migraset out from the above statement, and
they take labour mobility as human capital invesiine

The reasons for labour force mobility between twardries are the difference in the
level of their social-economic development as \aslthe differences between their national
systems.

The main indicator of social-economic developmeanincome levels, while in the
case of national systems a more advantageous &&nsybetter healthcare and a better
education system can seem attractive for migraiiardi T., 2009)

We talk about voluntary labour mobility, when indivals choose new employers,
because they consider their move advantageoustddabour mobility there is allocation of
labour force on the market and this establishescanlibrium wage rate, since employees
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have an opportunity to choose their employments tlouwork for an employer who pays
higher wages.

On the basis of the human capital theory, labouketanobility is influenced by the
following: (Ehrenberg R. G.— Smith R., 2003)

* Wage influence — A low-wage earner will quit a lth a higher probability than a
high-wage earner. Thus, it can be claimed that ndirose workers tend to change jobs
who earn lower wages for the same job in their oggion than they would in another one.
Those who change jobs eventually gain more thasetiao do not.

« Cyclical effects — These indicate, that workersenawnigher tendency to change jobs
in periods, when it is relatively easy to find leetbnes. It can be claimed that the amount of
job leavers increases when the labour market g, tapd the proportion decreases when the
market is loose.

* It can also be stated that mobility among the yeurggnerations tends to be higher
than among the elder generation. This can be exgiaby the fact that young labour
migrants will enjoy the benefits of the changeddonger period of time.

* The lower the costs arising from leaving a job dhe, higher the probability of
mobility is.

There have been several large-scale migrationseoplp throughout history. The
destination of these migrations in most cases le&s bhe USA. The above tendency of
people to migrate became stronger during the tifieeoworld wars. The two main reasons
for people moving to the USA were political perdemu and hopeless economic conditions
at home.

From a geographical point of view there are thiedskof mobility:

* mobility between countries,

* mobility on national level,

* mobility between regions.
Labour force mobility is mostly typical of the US#Ahere the mobility of labour force is
rather strong. Between 2003 and 2004 2.8% of therfgan population moved to another
town or region within their state and another 2.8%ved to another state (Borjas refers to
the US census in 2008). Immigration into the US#f abroad is also significant.

From the perspective of age, mobility is mostlyit@b of younger generations. The
psychical costs arising from moving are lower isittcase, since usually they still do not
have a family, and if there are few opportunitiessticceed on the labour market of their
own region they can count on with a higher addddevarising from their move.

On the basis of different opportunities in differ@agions we could conclude that
migration is the strongest in regions with low wsighowever, in reality it is not true.
Though poverty and a low standard of living ar@rsty motivation factors, the migration
willingness of people in poor regions is low. Onietloe reasons for this might be the
generally lower educational level of people livingpoor areas. The other reason might be
that people in poor areas are afraid that theesliwould not be better even if they moved,
or that they could not sell their house or flaa dvourable price.

Labour mobility is typical for those who work inabe professions that require a
certain level of qualifications. These professitiase a national labour market. It is rare
that a cleaner moves to another town to work thé&ectors and engineers, however, will
move to another town in order to find employmenthwhe hospital or company they prefer.
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We also need to touch upon the phenomenon of warketurn migration. Many of
those who have moved are likely to move back tar theme at a later stage. The reasons
for moving back home may vary. One of them cartHa the migrant's stay had been
planned for a limited period of time. This is fekample when young people move to
another country for a few years to learn a languadeother reason can be that the
migrant’s wage or other living conditions are nstfavourable as expected. It might also be
the case that being away from their homeland aeid tfose relatives proves for migrants to
be difficult to put up with. They feel homesickdaare not willing to pay the psychical
costs of earning more.

The commuting of labour

The spatial mobility of labour involves the flow wbrk as a production factor from
one point to another. This flow has two forms. &k tabout migration when the place of
residence is changed along with the movement ofaiheur force. On the other hand, we
talk about commuting when the place of residenasdmt change. (Lengyel I.— Rechnitzer
J., 2004)

In the framework of censuses the decision whetle®pie should be recorded as
commuters is based upon the comparison of themaeent residence and the place of their
employment. Daily commuters are those whose jolous of their place of residence.
Abroad goers are those who go working abroad aalg ldasis. (KSH, 2010)

According to Hardi (2009) cross-border commuting, apposed to international
migration, is driven by local labour demand andpdyp Thus it can be considered as a form
of resource rather than dangerous excess supgdlyending equilibrium on the labour
market. As a reaction to the level of demand onldlcal labour market, commuters cross
the border. However, if they do not find work,ibtheir do not have a job there any more,
they return to their native land, since their homethere. As a result, cross border
commuting is an opportunity for the economic growftithe region receiving commuters.
The receiving region can utilize human capital tvas trained in another country. At the
same time they do not need to deal with the pasdaiiour force related problems of the
commuters. The permanent residence of the commiugeis their native land; thus,
unemployment benefits and other social problemstninges handled by the relevant
institutions in their homeland.

Cross border commuting is considerably regulateduaylability, i.e. to what extent
the border is considered as a barrier. The hindegffect of a border is primarily
determined by spatial structure. If a given toves Iclose to the border, it represents a strong
attraction factor for the workforce on the othatesi If a town lies further away from the
frontier and transport conditions are not goodegitla much lower number of workers will
commute there. Well developed infrastructure amdjdent public transport services spur
cross border commuting. This especially appliegsh® northern stretch of the border
between Austria and Hungary. Availability is alsdluenced by language, by cultural and
mental barriers and by their strength. If crosghmg frontier does not bring along language
problems and cultural segregation, commuters valento face fewer difficulties. There are
significant differences between the Austro-Hungarand the Slovak-Hungarian border
regions in this respect. Institutional integratiould also contribute to the cessation of
borders. Several initiatives have been launchatienEuropean Union to reach that stage;
however, in the case of large national systemsinibegration is taking place slowly. (Hardi
T.— Hajdu Z.— Mezei I., 2009)

As it can be seen, the Slovak unemployment ratinen1990s fluctuated between
11% and 13%. Most of the firms had been privatisgdhat time, and the owners could not
and did not want to employ redundant workforce, whadier had been employed and paid
in order to maintain full employment. In the firstage of the unemployment increase
frictional and structural unemployment was prevgland the rate was also high as a result
of insufficient aggregated demand. Czechoslovagid 81 1992. This has significantly
influenced the Slovak national economy, since timlver of those without a job increased
until 1994. As a result of introducing consolidationeasures and community service
unemployment fell in the next few years. Economimgh gained pace; however, it did not
bring along a considerable rise of job opportusitie number. The level of employment
increased only in SMEs. In 1999 unemployment gamepeat deal again. The reason for
this was that the Slovak economy was not balans&bilization measures had to be
introduced in order to increase economic developmé&ommunity service was
reintroduced in 2000. This move resulted in a midecrease of unemployment. The
proportion of the long term unemployed was rathgh by that time. There are significant
regional discrepancies between regional unemploymmates in Slovakia. Cities like
Bratislava and Kosice have the lowest rates, whigehighest numbers of unemployed can
be found in the southern and eastern regions ofdhatry. One reason for the above lies in
the structure of the economy, i.e. less developgtbns have low diversification. The other
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reason is that these regions have received a lovuahof foreign investments. (Martincova
M., 2002)

Reforms introduced by the government of Prime MeariMikulas Dzurinda, the
country’s accession to the EU as well as the sgttiown of multinational corporations in
the country resulted in a significant decrease ménoployment at the beginning of the
2000s. A large number of workers found a job abr@ad foreign investors in the country
also offered a large number of job opportunitidse Bownturn, however, also hit Slovakia
in 2008. On one hand, unemployment is rising, beeavorkers are made redundant from
companies at home. On the other hand migrantshalre lost their jobs abroad are also
returning home. Slovakia has adopted euro as & fegder as well. As a result, it is not
necessarily worth working abroad in certain sectarg more. Since the currency is strong
and there is a favourable taxation system in thenty, it is worth getting employment at
home.

It can be stated that the mobility of Slovak labfarce is rather high, though not as
high as the one of the US labour force. The Nati@maployment Office (today Central
Office of Labour, Social Affairs and Family) conded a survey about commuting in
Slovakia in 2001. It showed that 20% of the labiouce in south-western Slovakia has their
employment outside their district. Mobility wasalgaining pace, since it increased by five
percent between 1999 and 2001 according to the .sfids rise could be explained by the
fact that there was a local shortage of labourefancBratislava at the time when the survey
was being carried out. This mobility mostly apglie male workers and people with higher
qualifications. (Horvath Gy., 2004)

After Slovakia joined the EU, the mobility of théo®ak labour force became high
even in international measures. At the same tilmust be also noted that more than half
of the people working abroad were employed in the neighbouring countries (Hungary
and the Czech Republic). After 2004 a great intes@s shown in working in Great Britain.
The neighbouring Austria, Germany and Italy wesogopular destinations. The migrants
were mostly young and came from the less develapgibns of the country where
unemployment was high. The number of those workingad has been decreasing since
2008. One of the main reasons for this is the ecoao situation in the receiver countries.
Another reason is that the Slovak currency gaingdinst foreign currencies like the
Hungarian forint and the British pound. (Gal Z909)

Migration willingness of young people

As it can be concluded on the basis of differergration theories and explanations,
migration is more typical for younger generatiohart for the elder ones. The amount of
psychical burdens arising from migration in caseth@f former group is lower. What is
more, the expected added value is higher in thasecsince younger generations can
presumably benefit from migration for a longer pdrof time.

The current situation on the labour market in Berrt Slovakia, namely a high rate
of unemployment and few job opportunities, also ast motivation factors for fresh
graduates and young people in search of jobs toembkie above theories called for a
survey to find out to what extent graduate studants Selye University are willing to start
their careers abroad.

The questionnaire survey was carried out in ApPL@ among graduate students of
the Faculty of Economic Sciences and the FacultyPeflagogy. The questionnaire
comprised of 19 questions, most of which were dasees.

The questionnaire was filled in at the Facultfgegbnomic Sciences and the Faculty
of Pedagogy by 105 and 150 graduates, respecti@atge the Faculty of Economics had
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113 graduates in the academic year when the sumaesy carried out, this part of the
research can be considered representative.

The survey was aimed at finding out what graduaiasld like to do in the future,
whether they want to go on with their studies adgetting their diploma, and what skills and
experience they have already obtained in ordetait their career. Prior to the survey it was
presumed that the idea of starting a career alisopdpular among graduates for the reason
of higher remuneration and more opportunities ireifgn countries. Similarly, it was also
presumed that the graduates in question wouldlixlsdo get a job and work experience in
their own profession according to their qualifioas, and to learn a language abroad. The
respondents were also thought to plan their stayafehort term, and further on building
their career at home. Our presumption was that,tdubeir closeness, Hungary and the
Czech Republic would be the destinations of mamgesit is easy to go back for a visit to
Slovakia from both countries. What is more, in Hary there are no language barriers for
the respondents.

The first questions were aimed to find out whetlraduate students are planning to
continue their studies after getting a diplomasdf what kind of studies they are planning
to pursue. Surprisingly, the majority of graduatiesnot intend to continue their studies.
79% at the Faculty of Pedagogy and 59% of the stsdaf economics chose this answer.
As it can be seen from Figure 2, only a mere 2%usiness students would like to continue
their studies at a university in Slovakia. 7%het $ame faculty would like to pursue further
university studies abroad. Further training cou@esalso popular with respondents from
both faculties, and the category ‘in another wagsvalso marked by some.

Many of those
graduating in pedagogy intend to study special se€dcation, languages or IT.

Respondents were also asked whether they had ebtaity work experience during
their studies. As it can be seen from Figure 3y tm@jority of graduates did not claim so,
while there were no significant differences betwdenanswers in the two faculties.

Only 36% of the respondents claimed to have gameik experience, which is a
surprise since both faculties have internship ettt in the curricula. Those studying
pedagogy have teaching practise at the facultyteigraschools, and business students have
an internship at a company of their choice. A fendgates in pedagogy who chose ‘in
another way’ indicated that they had obtained msitmal experience at partner schools;
still, they amounted to no more than 6% of the oesients.

Most of the respondents would like to work in Skrea A rather high proportion of
those studying pedagogy, namely 67% are plannirgjayp in Slovakia, while 31% intend
work abroad and only 2% want to run their own besg The corresponding figure showed
to be lower in the case of business students: 4% are planning to get employment at
home. More than a quarter of respondents wougdtbkwork abroad, the majority of which
want to be employed in Hungary. As much as 20%hem are planning to become
entrepreneurs.

In the next question we wanted to find out whetiespondents had already started
looking for a job. The distribution of responsessvimalanced at both faculties. Half of the
graduate students at each faculty have alreadiedtéooking for employment, while the
other half are planning to start after completimgiit studies.

In the last question of this question group thelsiits were asked how long it will
probably take them to find employment. The majodatg pessimistic about their future:
67% presume that it will take more than half a y&lr more than 5% claim to have already
found a job. 9% presume that it will take one wo tmonths and 19% hope to find
employment within six months. When giving theirsesers the respondents might have
taken into consideration the current situationonlabour market; hence they assumed that
it would take a while to get the job they want.

The questionnaire was also designed to find outhviskills are considered to be
important in order to succeed on the labour markéte respondents could choose from the
following: the university diploma as such, professl knowledge, knowledge of foreign
languages, IT knowledge, work experience, good oktvef personal contacts and luck.
The above had to be put in order of importance witthoice of marking only a single one
or a combination of the above. In order to succeedthe labour market a university
diploma is considered to be the most important ajradh A large proportion of respondents
marked it in the first place and it was chosen lanynas the only from the list. Professional
knowledge and the knowledge of foreign languagesecas second and third, respectively.
IT knowledge and work experience were the thir€barth most important on the list, while
a good network of personal contacts and luck weagked only in a few responses.

The next question group concerned working abrodte Tespondents were asked
whether they are planning to work abroad at somet po the future. There was a large
difference in the answers between the two facylgsese migration willingness proved to
be higher among business students: 45% are platoingrk abroad at some point in the
future. The corresponding proportion at the facufypedagogy is 36%. Both groups,
namely those who are planning to and also thosedehaot intend to be employed abroad,
were asked what factors influenced them in theaisien. The respondents could choose
from five options and they were also given the caaf indicating other reasons.

The options to choose from why somebody would tikevork abroad were the
following:

e Because of higher remuneration

* Because there are more opportunities abroad thiaonae.

* Because of the opportunity to learn a foreign laugu

* Because | would like to travel and get to know othétures.
* |l would not find a job at home anyway.

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The above had to be put in order of importance \itbhoice of marking only a
single one or a combination of the above. The arswere analysed on the basis of how
many times each option was marked and on the lodsighat level of importance was
attributed to each. The answers were weighted:déréain option was marked as an only
one from all options, or if it was marked as thesiimportant one, it was given four points.
If an option was marked as the second most imppritanas given three points. An option
marked as the third and fourth most important aheyas given two and one points,
respectively. Since more than four options werekethrnn a very few cases, these were
disregarded. By adding up the scores, it becana wlhich motivation factors proved to be
the most important ones. As it can be seen in Eigyrthe reason for wanting to work
abroad at both faculties was higher salaries, piiyn&raduate students at the Pedagogical
Faculty see a lot of opportunities in working alatoevhile a large proportion of business
students would like to learn a foreign languagelevianorking abroad. In most cases the
above answers were marked in second and third pfacgportance. The option of 'wanting
to travel and getting to know other cultures' waskad a few times, and the option of 'not
being able to find a job at home anyway' was chasgya couple of times.

The answers to the question how much time respdsdeould like to spend
working abroad were also interesting. The gradsatéents could choose from five options:
A few months, one or two years, three to five yearsre than five years and the option of 'l
may as well settle down there'.

Figure 5 indicates that the largest group of redpats would like to spend between
three and five years abroad. Respondents at bothties prefer a long-term stay abroad:
more than half of all respondents willing to wolkr@ad would spend more than five years
in a foreign country or even would be willing tatteedown there.

In the next question most respondents indicateat they would like to get
employment in their own profession; however, thgamiy of them also stated they would
be willing to do other jobs in case they do nodfiamployment in their own trade. The
second largest group of respondents was the ottesé willing to do any job. Only three
graduate students are willing to work exclusivelytheir own profession, but none of them
have concrete plans or ideas.

The next question was aimed to find out which fgmecountry the respondents
would like to work in.

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As it is shown in Figure 6, English speaking cowestrare the most popular
destinations. Their popularity might lay in thetf#tat, as it has been described earlier, the
importance of learning foreign languages amongébkpondents is rather high.

It is also interesting to point out that AustriadaGermany were indicated as
destinations in a low number. What is more, noh¢he respondents would like to be
employed in the Czech Republic. During the analg$iquestions regarding the place and
the length of a possible stay abroad further iisterg observations were made: several
respondents stated that they would like to workoally but they have no specific ideas,
which country to choose. In spite of this, theywabbe willing to even settle down there.

We also wanted to find out what kind of treatmesgpondents expect from their
perspective colleagues and employers abroad. We sugprised to find out that even those
who intend to work abroad are afraid of discrimiomt The majority expressed their hopes
that they will be accepted by their colleagues abroStill, 22% think that they will have to
perform better in comparison to their colleagues.

Some of the respondents expect to be treatedlg@satheir native-born colleagues,
and none of them anticipate having easier life thative employees.

Those not planning to work abroad were also asKmmlitathe reason for their
decision. They could choose from the six reasongwb&vith the possibility of marking
more than one and had to put them in order of itapoe:

* | do not want to leave my parents and friends.

* |don't want to leave my partner.

» There are opportunities at home too. There is ral he leave.

* | already have a job at home.

* | would like to start a family.

* | am afraid that | would be discriminated; thatdwld be looked down on.

To our surprise, most respondents stated that thereopportunities at home too;
therefore, there is no need to leave. A relativelyof graduate students are afraid that they
would be discriminated against in a foreign coun®pe of the respondents wrote down the
following: "If I am in trouble, there will alwaysébsomeone | can count on at home, but
there will be nobody to help me abroad.”

The second and third most important reasons wareebickness and the fact that the
respondents would not want to leave their parentsfaends. Only few graduate students
indicated that they do not want to leave becausinaif partner. The possible reason for
this might be that even if they have a partner theyld leave together, or due to their
young age they do not have a serious relationstiighyat would make them stay at home.
This survey also suggests that young people noveattang to start families at a later age.
The average age of respondents was 24 and only affthem indicated that they want to
stay at home to start a family. The answers te tjuestion also show that very few
graduate students have already found a job, whalidwmotivate them to stay at home.

Migration willingness was also analysed on the $asi permanent residence.
Migration theories suggest that migration willingagends to be higher in regions where
salaries are generally lower. In spite of the theit regional discrepancies are peculiar to
Slovakia, i.e. the further one moves eastwardsvitirse macroeconomic indicators are and
the higher unemployment is, differences in the atign willingness of respondents were
not found in the framework of the survey. Willingiseto work abroad proved to be equally
characteristic of young people in western, cergnal eastern Slovakia. Our survey was also
aimed to find out whether there are any differenoetsveen the migration willingness of
those who reside in rural areas and those livingpwns. No discrepancies were found in
this respect either, i.e. 40% of respondents aaanphg to find work abroad from both
urban and rural residential backgrounds. If we ladkthe responses in a breakdown
according to faculties, it can be observed thattigration willingness of those with urban
residential background at the Faculty of Pedagagyals the one of those having their
permanent residence in villages. On the other htred corresponding distribution at the
Faculty of Economics is of opposite nature.

If we look at migration willingness in a breakdowaocording to sex, it can be seen
that more female respondents intend to find empéaynabroad. It must be noted that since
the Faculty of Pedagogy traditionally has had niensale students, they also outnumbered
male respondents in the research sample. The@opr@ance in willingness to work
abroad, however, exceeded their prevalence in nigmive the research sample. The
migration willingness of female graduate studertsha Faculty of Pedagogy and at the
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Faculty of Economics is higher by two and five matage points, respectively than their
proportion in the research sample. This might be tuthe fact that the proportion of male
respondents wanting to start their own busineswate is higher than the share of female
respondents with similar plans.

Conclusion

This research was carried out to find out abouttiggation willingness of graduate
students at the two biggest faculties of J Selyw&insity. Our hypotheses were confirmed
only partially.

* It was presumed that the majority of graduate sitsderould like to work abroad
at some point in the future. However, their projporis only 40% according to the
survey.

» It was also assumed that the neighbouring countradd be popular destinations
to find employment. This hypothesis can be dispdosetirely, since Great Britain,
the USA and Canada proved to be the most popusiindéons.

* The majority of respondents are planning to stapadhfor more than five years.

* Graduate students would like to get a job in tlogn profession; however, they
are willing to take any jobs provided that theylwibt find employment in their
own trade.

* A large proportion of respondents claim that theme opportunities to succeed on
the labour market at home too and they also haweeras that they would be
discriminated against if they worked abroad.

fejlesztési szempontjai, hogy:

* miiszaki kialakitdsa és Uzemeltetése egységes ir&kysherint torténjen,

* az orszagokaitvarosokat 6sszekdfolyosokra 6sszpontositson, és

* a nagyteljesitmény kornyezetbarat eszkdzoket (villamositott vasupges- és

belvizi haj6zas) részesitsémyben.

Jellem®, hogy a TEN korridorok Budapeétrsugarnyaldbszéen szétagazva érik el a
Balkdnt — tehat képletesen és konkrétan is ,DK-Rab®l az Gt a Karpat-medencén
(Magyarorszagon) at vezet Nyugat-Eur6paba” — majsugaras korridorok a Balkanon
tovabb osztédnak, ill. mas iranyokbol (Kelet-Europa Ausztria fdll) ide tartokkal
egyesulve csomopontokat alkotnak a balkaswafosokban és jelefgebb gazdasagi
kozpontokban (Nagy, 2007).
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A paneurdpai X. korridor vasuthalézat képezi Szedaisuti kozlekedésének gerincét, mivel
a hélo 25%-4an valésul meg az dsszes szallithskeeydég 50%-a (Eédi, 2006). A PEN
dokumentumok szerint a vasutakat teljes hosszbgy temgelynyomas hordozasara képes,
villamositott és tulnyomorészt kétvaganyu palyavd&jutakat pedig gyorsforgalmi utakka
(ttlnyomban autopalyava) tervezték kiépiteni 204.0A jelenlegi kiépitettségi szintben
azonban igen nagyok a kulonbségek, és 6sszesséadladkani korridorhal6zat készliltségi
foka nem tobb 30-40%-nal. Igen jeléstkilonbség mutatkozik a vasut és autdpalya
fejlesztési aranyok tekintetében a balkani orszagaikorlata és az EU kozlekedéspolitikali
direktivai kozott is. A kdrnyezeti és energetikanatkozasokra nagy figyelmet fordité Unio
a villamositott vasutak és a vizi utak fejlesztgmétferalja, viszont (a Nyugat-Eurépahoz
képest nagyon elmaradott Uthal6zatra és aélelnbd) gazdasagi hatranyokra hivatkozva) a
délkelet-eurdpai orszagok az autdépalyak és gyayafor utak épitésére dsszpontositanak és
hangsulyozottan az uniés forrasok elnyeréséhez k kéé nagyobb meérték
vasutfejlesztéseket. A vasuthalézat mindenitt it&i€ja, helyenként Ujjaépitésre szorul
(Sefcsich, 2006). E befektetéseknek az 0sszegezeewgghaladja a kozségek erejét.
Masrészt viszont, mikdzben a korridorokon bellleépp vasutak fiszaki szinvonalaban a
legnagyobb a lemaradas, olyan autépalyak épilnalely@k nem részei az egységesen
elfogadott korridor-hal6zatnak (Sefcsich, 2007).

A hatarrégié kozgondolkodasdban egyre gyakrabbarilnfel a jelents komparativ
elonyként értékelt ,torténelmi”, Arad/Temesvar-Szaba@zeged — Zagrab - Fiume/Trieszt
(Ujabban Konstancaig megnyujtott, két egymassakergid parhuzamos nyomvonald)
kelet-nyugati 6sszekdt, Transz - balkani korridor” Ujjaépitésének (mindkabtt a Szeged
—Szabadka - Zsombolya - Temesvar vasutvonal hdiyésanak, ill. a szegedi
kozuti/vasuti hid Ujjaépitésének és a Budapest&kégnzitvasutvonal Ujraaktivalasanak)
kérdése is. Ennek ugyanis— szerény nagytérsegntjekge ellenére — igen jelést
térségformalo, integrald hatasa lenne éppen arbgtarbel$ kapcsolatrendszerének talpra
allitdsaban és ujrafogalmazasaban (Sefcsich, 2006).

TELEPULESFEJLESZTESI HATASOK

Ha megvizsgéljuk Eszak - Vajdasagot és a Dél -18&t) megallapithatjuk, hogy a trianoni
hatarok meghuzasaotl egy egyseges régiot képezett, mind a termésdedji, mind a
tarsadalmi viszonyok kérdésében, de sajnos eztreodpén teriiletet a hatar kettévagta, ami

az elmult évtizedekben inkabb szétvalasztotta, Wészekototte a tertletet (Huszka, Baka,
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2007). Mivel a természetnek a hatar nem tudottrea@ni ez az elkilonilés kiléndsen a
tarsadalmi viszonyokra volt jelleiz ami megnyilvdnult abban, hogy a hatarnak
kosz6nheten ©leg a masodik vilaghaboru utan megszakadt mindga kapcsolat a két
régio kozott. Ebbl fakadéan nem beszélhetink egy egységes régiot@bb, mint
telepllések halézatardl, olyan rendsé&erramelyben a telepllések csomépontjai a
hal6zatnak, magat a teret pedig ezek kdlcsonh&iéiski.

A Kkorridorok tertlet- és telepllésfejlesztési hatasetsen ellentmondasosak.
Nagysagrendileg javitjak ugyan &varosok kozotti tavolsagi tranzit-kozlekedés felleit
(kapacitdsban, miségben, utazésebességben), és ezzel magukhoz komzgazdasagi
(termeb, kereskedelmi, logisztikai) véllalkozasokat, tdlelyeket, ill. végé soron a
gazdasagfejlesztés motorjat jelentvkét és az azt kovétképzett, fiatal és tképes
munkaeét. igy alakulnak ki a korridorok mentén a GDBdalitasban kiemelked
terlletsavok, az autopalyak melletti gyorsan fagb kontaktzénak, valamint a korridorok
metszéspontjaiba telegiikimagaslo teljesitményt produkalé nagy energié@apontok.
Ugyanakkor azonban a korridorok a viszonylag nagiolsagban is érvényesielszivo
hatasukkal meggyorsitjak a tavolabbi, periferikideki térségek kiurilését, leépulését — és
ezzel végeredményben ndvelik az egyébként is nyztideas nagy terileti kilénbsegeket.
Ezt az ,alagut-effektust” csak tovablbsiti, hogy térségiinkben az infrastruktira-fejleszté
gyakorlatilag kimerul a korridorok ¢ként autdépélyak) épitésében és alig jutnak forrésok
mellékutak és a kisérinfrastruktiralétesitmények rendbetételére. dEbdéred, hogy a
valéban ,alagutként dkodo” nagy forgalmu tranzitkorridorok gyakran igen sugy
kornyezetterhél negativ hatdsai mellett nem érzékelketa nyomvonalaik mentén
kialakul6 fejlbdoképes kontaktzénak és terlletsavok pozitiv gazddéakity hatasai, mert
azok — az elégtelen és szegényes infrastruktUrgragdasagi hattér, tovabba a rovidlatd
lokalis gazdaséagpolitika miatt — nem is képesekoldi®. Ez a veszély sajnos egyre
hangsulyozottabban van jelen a szerb-magyar hgtarréathalad6 kodzlekedési folyosok
mentén.

Jellem®, hogy a kérdéskorrel foglalkozo szamos kis- éytdagégi fejlesztési koncepcio és
stratégia — mint pl. a nagytérségi szemiglBeél-alfoldi operativ program és a Sadiaja—
Efekti integracije Srbije u EU (Kbdzlekedés — SzarliiU - integraciéjanak hatésai) c.
tanulmany — rendre megallapitja, hogy a régié Kaés-foldrajzi helyzete 6sszességében
kedve®dnek mondhato, hiszen az orszagot érilgfontosabb tranzit-iranya Gtvonalakon
fekszik”. Tobbnyire (kényszéen) ramutatnak arra is, hogy ,A kedweZo6ldrajzi

adottsdgokkal és ellentétben van a kozlekedési létesitmények syekéépitettsége,
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valamint rossz allapota...” A région bellli és a ssagdos hatar menti régiokkal valo
0sszekottetéseket biztositd transzverzalis kozkdiekipcsolatok kiépitettsége viszont az
észak-dél iranyu ¢hkozlekedési lehéségekhez képest alacsony. Neheziti a helyzetet a
dunai, tiszai, valamint a Kor6sokon taladlhaté hidalsekély szama, aranytalan
elhelyezkedése, nem megfélekapacitdsa. A région athaladé kozlekedési tengelyen
kivali allami kozlekedés-fejlesztési beruhazasomarhdasa — mivel a tengely mentén
terjeds toke, informaciok, fejlett technoldgiak dinamizalétésa kisszamu telepilésre
(mindenekealtt Szegedre és Szabadkara) korlatozodik — a tavdiakvo térségek relativ
hatranyat fokozhatja, periférikus helyzetét konaératja.”

KOZLEKEDESI INFRASTRUKTURA

Az autopalya-épitések és a vasuti torzshalozagisdeiesek késlekedésésen rontja a régio
gazdasagi versenypozicioit, ill. a ked¥dngisztikai pozicidé kiakndzasanak lebsdgeit;
masrészt pedig a bélsuathalézat és a vasuti mellékvonalak szegényesszjate
ellehetetleniti a térség bélgazdasagi integraciojat. Ugyanakkor a térségealatt 6
kozati gyorsforgalmi korridor ,mindenaron” tortééd tovabbépitése mindkét orszag
szaméra én fellli megterhelést is jelent. Aasuti kdzlekedésugyanakkor rovid- és
kozéptavon is sulyos lemaradassal és alulfinarnsaitcaggal kizd, mind adfonalak
évtizedek oOta elhizddo és megoldatlan kotsigrsi munkai, mind pedig a sulyosan leépiilt
mellékvonalak felljitasa teruletén. A legnagyobbesség 90 km/h lenne, ha a vasutak
allapota ezt megengedné, viszont helyenként ansamos kdzlekedés csupan a 20 km/h
sebességet engedélyezi. A megengedett teher 28 rtéhol ez az érték nem haladhatja
meg a 16t-t, & akar 12t ala is eshet bizonyos szakaszokon. Kottuhogy a leéplilt és
elégtelen teljesitmériyvasuti 6sszekottetésésen korlatozza, gatolja a térség nemzetkozi
kapcsolatainak kiteljesedését.viri kozlekedésa hatarrégio szamara — a térségen athalado
két nagy vizhozamu folyé ellenére — sajnos meég @@xé&n is gyakorlatilag
kiaknazhatatlan lehé&ég marad — hiszen a bajai Duna-ktkgyenge infrastruktira-hattere
miatt nehezen elérhet a Tisza hajozhatdésaga viszont a zentai Kiki@ett mar nem
biztositott. A folyamhaj6zas aldatlan helyzeténeblflasa csupan egy, a Karpat-medence
egészére Kkiterjéd vizvisszatartason és vizpdtlason alapuld, tobBbcéhtegralt
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vizgazdalkodasi stratégia mentén (arviz/belviz-\etde mederbvités és folyamhajozas,
ontdzés, ivovizbazisok, energetika, kérnyezetvédglesz lehetségés

Az elbnyos kozlekedeés - foldrajzi fekvés ugyan j6 aldpepez akombinalt aruszallitasi
formak terjedéshez, sajnalatos azonban, hogy a kilensvéwek Uttds kezdemeényezéseit
(RO-LA Kiskundorozsman, RO-RO terminal Bajan) nedvétték tovabbi fejlesztésekjts

a meglév kapacitasok kihasznaltsaga is visszaesést mRatig a széleskibrszallitasi
lehetségek kivalo lehésegeket képezhetnénekogisztikai bazisok megtelepedésének a
régio teruletén.

A tdmegkdzlekedésber mind a tavolsagi és helykdzi, mind a helyi jakariszonylatdban

a hatarrégio mindkét oldalan érzékethea stagnalas, az egyéni kozuti kozlekedés
eléretdrése mindenfajta tomegkozlekedés rovasarav&zst kozossegi tomegkdzlekedés
csupan Szegeden (kotottpalyas villamos/trolibusz aésobusz) és Szabadkan (csak
autobusz) mikodik, a régid lakossaganak csupan téredeke (20-2p8aamara elérketOtt

is hidnyzik azonban a helyi és helykdzi kdzosségildkedés egységes fejlesztése, ami a
fejlodoképesebb regiondlis kozpontok és az egyre jobbaseakadd perifériak

A kerékparut-halozatok fejlesztése ugyan folyamatos a régio tertletérg d&r megépilt
teleplléseken belili elemek, sem a telepllésekerei®d szakaszok nem alkotnak
egységes térségi, regionalis haldzatot.

VEZETEKES SZALLITASI/SZOLGALTATOI RENDSZEREK °

A hatarrégiéo mindkét oldalan intenziédaj- és foldgazkitermelés folyik és mindkét orszag
gyakorlatilag teljedtldgazellatasa(fogyasztasanak kozel 90%-a) a région athaladézoro
importbol szarmazik, ezen a tertlleten a hatarrkgid@ldala k6zott nem alakult ki kdzvetlen
kommunik&cio, hiszen azt mindkét oldalon stratégil@ntisédi energiapolitikai kérdésként
kezelik. A lakossag, az ipari/energetikai létesfigek és kozrivek foldgazellatottsaga a
hatarrégio egész teriletén viszonylag jol kiépitetiegitinek tekinthet.

Fontos megjegyezni, hogy az EU és Nyugat-Eurépageredlatasat biztositani hivatott

mindharom tervezett ,megketill foldgazvezeték (az orosz érdekelt§épéli Aramlat, az

90-éve, a gépjéipar kialakulasaval kezdiott robbanasszér
térnyerésének okai mindenetdtla személyes mobilitas és a kisért aruszalliédyddmi és
gazdasagi éhyeiben kereseritt (Fleischer, 1994). Sulyos kornyezetkarosito és
energiapazarlo jellege ellenére a kozuti kozleked#s a fejlett vildag személy- és
aruforgalmanak haromnegyedét mondhatja magaénak,amiasuti kdzlekedés 20% ala
szorult, a belfoldi vizi kdzlekedés pedig (5% krélkssen marginalizalédott. Meg kell
azonban jegyezni, hogy az egyes orszagok, térssge§én e tekintetben is igen jelésat
kulonbségek tapasztalhatok. A legfrissebb Eurosfantés szerint pl. a vasuti szallitas
részaranya Svédorszagban (36,4%) és AusztriabgB%34még most is jelebd, Ht az
USA-ban 40% feletti, és a belf6ldi vizi szallitdspl. Belgium, Németorszag és Romania
esetében 10-15% koruli, Hollandiaban pedig el@3%-ot!
A vizsgalt hatarrégidé kozlekedésének és aruforgahtkéintenzitasa és bélsszerkezeti
megoszlasa sajnos igen nehezen értékeglhitzen maga a térség kozigazgatasilag is lazan
fogalmazhatd meg csupan, és ezért érteletisaera rendelkezésre allo statisztikai
adatok/adatbazisok is csak kozvetve és feltételéegelmezheik.
A hatarrégidba beérkézs azt elhagyd utas- és aruforgalomrél hozzaférhgatok ugyan
sem idbben sem mértékegységi értelmezésben nem teldktistdtisztikailag 6sszevetliet
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egzakt és konform adatsoroknak, de nagysagrerakrértdek felallitdsara és azokbdl éred
kovetkeztetések levonasara mindenképpen alkaln{asak. tablazat).

A Szerbidban él magyar k6zdsség migracios vesztesége Kocsis Kamdgnitasai
szerint 1948-1991 ko6zott 69 198 volt (Kocsis, 2002: Idézi Gabrity Molnar, 2006&)z
Ujgeneracios ertelmiségi  elit ,éliésével” pedig éppen Szerbia ezredfordulos
népesseégmozgasdnak elemzése soran szembesulliogik Ranulmanyaban becslésekre
hivatkozik, amelyek szerint a Magyarorszagon dielkl végzettséget szérzhataron tali
fiatalok megkozeliileg 50%-a nem tér haza (Godri — Toth, 2005. Idéercsik, 2008), igy
a tanulas, illetve a tovabbtanulas valoban eggracios csatorna, amely a letelepedés
elokészit szakaszaként is értelmezhdfercsik, 2008), esetleges ugrodeszka Nyugat-
Eurépa felé.

A délvidéki magyar kozésség migracios veszteségérebotlasahoz, illetve a
tovabbi csokkenés megallitAsahoz nélkulozhetetlentadds szilfoldon maradas,
szubfoldhoz vald visszatérés feltételeinek megteremtésdélvidéki magyarsag tanulasi-
célu migrécidja visszafordithato, illetve raciosalh hasznosithatéd jelenségként kell, hogy
tudatosuljon a politikai elit képvisgben. Az anyaorszagban tanuld, diplomat-s&erz
fiatalok visszatéréseére, illetve meghétapasztalatuk, kapcsolatikéjik - transznacionalis
hél6zataik - mobilizaldsara nagy szikség van aidity magyar helyi-regiondlis elit
egyetemalapitasi torekvéseiben. Megfefelssoktatasi kinalattal, hataron atigehnovativ
tudomanyszervezési megoldasokkal, anyarnyeloktatassal, tovabba a regionalis
gazdasagfejlesztés eszkoztaraval egy délvideki tigmikus) egyetem felszamolhatna a

tanulasi célu migracio, majd emigracio tovabbi auorhit.
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A HATARREGIO INGAZO EGYETEMISTAI

A hatérrégié szerepe — immar 20 év tavlatabdl adgfinialodik, ,posztmodern”
ertelmezést kap, aholtarsadalmi, kulturalis és gazdasagi — egyének épasok kozotti
kapcsolatok revitalizadlodnak (Langer, 2001). A habords multsaerb-magyar hatart
védfalként jelenitette meg, ahol a fiatalok egy nelpéablémakkal kiszkdid orszagot
hagytak maguk mogott, egy perspektivikusabb és ogiadpb életkdrilmeényeket é€s jobb
tanulasi feltételeket biztositd orszag miatt.

Vojvodina-Srbija).

A hatarrégioban a Szegedi Tudomanyegyetem jeldetirsagyobb ,elszivo ét". A
felsboktatasi intézmeényekbe jelentkezszerbiai &llampolgéarsagu hallgatok felvételi
adataibdl lathatjuk, hogy az érdé#€s nagyon nagy a magyar nyelmindséges oktatas
irdnt. A jelentked#k szama minden évben magas. Az utobbi években {2000) mintegy
300 hallgaté nyert felvételt, a jelentkezés mindsetben 2-3 szoros (!). 2010-ben 927
tanuld felvételizett, és 293 tanuld nyert felvét@t Szegedi Tudomanyegyetem karaira)
(Educatio Kht. 2011). A felvettek tudomanyteriletingsordban elshelyen a bdlcsész
szakok (21,5%), természettudomanyi szakok (16,4%lormatika (8,2%), orvos-és
egészségtudomany (20,1%) és tarsadalomtudomanyB%) allnak. A tanuldok nagyon
tudatosan valogatnak a Szerbiaban (magyaeamjlelkezésre nem all6 képzési léhégek
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kozul. Tehat a potencidlis migracios veszteség/,nagyanis a hatar dinamikus tanulasi
célu mozgast, és késbi emigracios csatornat jelent.

Mégis, (a legfontbsamomentum)
hogy tanulmanyuk befejeztével (vagysfisli befejezését koviein) hazatértek/hazatérnek
Szubfoldjukre, hosszi tavu boldogulasukat és szakmaiéngesilésiket nem a
Magyarorszagra tortéfiemigracidban latjak.

magyar nyelven folytatni a tanulmanyokat. Az aldnkovalasztasa az @e meghatarozott
paramétereken belll véletlenszearmlt. A nemek kozotti eltérés (ferfi 126r6) azzal is
magyarazhatd, hogy auseaki képzést altaldban férfiak valasztjak. Az wabdnterileti
megoszlasa: Tisza mente: Obecse, Mohol, Ada, Zémgyarkanizsa, Szabadka, Palics,
valamint Magyarorszagon a tanulasi céla migraciobantett telepulések: Szeged, Pécs,
Budapest.

A mélyinterjuk soran bizonyitast nyernek - a fiatalidészeli iskolavalasztasi
preferenciai kulféldon és itthon, Magyarorszag péaps fel$oktatasa, Szerbia/Vajdasag
hianyossagai — a tanulasi célu migréciot kivalt@lolés jellegzetes életviteli formék a

hatarrégio fiataljai kérében. Az interjualanyokeménye alapjan megfogalmazhatdk azok a
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feltételek, amelyek mellett a vajdasagi magyarafiadrtelmiség hajland6 s#iibldjére

visszatérni, munkat vallalni, karriert épiteni Sxéban.

A tanulasi célu migréacioét kivaltdé okok -c@meények:

(...) ,Valbészinileg anyagilag kellene, hogy medgyenek elfsorban, de sokat

szamitana az is, hogy milyen koérilményeket tudnémethsitani (munkakornyezet,

tarsadalmi  kornyezet)”.

A csalados fiatalok dontését mar parjuk is befadjas hiszen, ha legaldbb az egyik
félnek van megfelél alldsa Szerbiaban, akkor a masik inkabb alkalmdikkés a maradas
mellett dontenek. Ha mégis sz6 lenne az elvandotlamas lehdiség hidnyaban, akkor
Vajdasaghoz minél kbzelebb szeretnének letelepguiidaul Dél-Magyarorszag mellett
dontenek, vagy elmennének valamely nyugat-europsaagba is, de csak meghatarozott
idére (tapasztalatszerzésre, nyelvtudasuk tokélesés@p aztdn a kapott tobblettudast
Szerbidban kamatoztatnak.

Az elmult 20 évben témegesen tdielp@t szerb allampolgarsagu vajdasagi
magyarok Magyarorszagra. Az elvandorlast politikaitivumok, kényszérhaboras helyzet
hozta felszinre. A népességmozgas egyik karakteseportja a tanulé-migral6-ingazé
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fiatalsdg, amelydképp az elmult 10-12 évben egyre gyakrabban ddviagyarorszagon

tanulas mellett.

The objective of this paper is to perceive, usheymethod of opinion poll, the effects of promotibn
activities on tourists, in order to realize whahdiof image among its visitors Kanjiza has as aisou
destination. To begin a research of this kindt fifsall, the term of the image of tourist destinatis needs to
be perceived, along with the theoretical and methagcal framework of the usage of the opinion pal a
specific instrument of the market research. Itl$® amportant to define the advantages and disadgas of
the different type of questions, which are usuallyart of the opinion poll. The research of thisdkbelongs
to the field of marketing research and it is impattfrom the angle of reviewing the previous resalhd
making conclusions in order to improve marketingvéties to reach a better position on the markebarism
and keep it.

The structure of the respondents varies by genderage group, while domestic tourists dominate
among them. The major findings of the researchreleged to the data analysis obtained from theardgnts,
are the basic view of the image of Kanjiza as aisbulestination, and recommendation were givenuibo
further marketing activities. The seeking answeesabout the questions of ideas associatiated Kutfjiza,
sources of information, purposes of visiting, rgtiof the elements of the promotional activities ethhave
impact on the quality of the whole tourist destimat the accuracy and truthfulness of promotiorwivdies
and suggestions for the improvement of the promatiactivities.

The “Spa of Kanjiza” is most frequently associatgth Kanjiza and the most common purpose of
visiting this town, although other amenities arsoatelated to Kanjiza as a tourist destination. ©h¢he
results of this research which indicates that imiog about Kanjiza via the Internet is significaamphasizes
that the subjects of the local tourism industrye(tBpecial Hospital for Medical Rehabilitation “Banj
Kanjiza”, private hotels and private accommodatawners, the local tourist organization, even thealo
government) need to approach the development ofstiealled e-marketing seriously, which includes
advertising, interaction with potential touristdadistribution of the products via the Internet.

The quality of the tourist products and the whiolerist destination is one of the conditions df th
long-term success on the tourism market, whereausof low prices, value for money has become thmm
request of the subjects of the travel demand. Tiege of the tourist destination is being formed oy
during the stay, but also upon the information wigtd in the tourists™ hometown and the memoriesialie
destination after their holiday. Particular elenseot the promotion could be directly related to thamlity of
the tourist destination and rated, using scalesytigh the visitors can express their satisfactigi them.

Some of the important characteristics are the aoyurand truthfulness of the data used for
promotion, as well. This research revealed positgeilts related to this matter.

One of the most important advantages of the opeegquestions in opinion polls is that they do not
suggest any answers to respondents; thereforeeeanchers could reveal unexpected details abeirt th
opinion and points of view. The respondents coilg gheir recommendation about the useful charesties
of the tourism offer in Kanjiza, which could be dsi the promotional activities: the politeness ahd
professionalism of the staff, the cleanliness dmdarrangement of the environment, Hungarian fotkknd
cuisine, famous persons, etc... These suggestiongmgartant in case that these characteristics dised
promotion, which are interesting to the guests amjiza, might attract potential tourists with themse or
similar preferences.

Beside that, the municipality of Kanjiza has a greamber of natural and cultural
attractions, as well as sport and recreationallifiesi the Tisa River, multiculturalism,

cultural and sport events. Its location on the Huran border increases its chances for
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competitiveness on tourism market of the regionanjlga is called the “Northern Gate to
Europe”.

In the year of 2005 tourism was recognized as duasiny of great potential and
therefore became one of the priorities in the Dewelent Strategy of Kanjiza Municipality.
The Strategic Plan of Tourism Development was dlefined and in the same year the
Tourist Organization of Kanjiza Municipality wasuioded. One of the most important tasks
of this organization is promoting Kanjiza as a tstudestination. The aim of this research
was to perceive the effects of promotional actgton tourists and to realize what kind of

iImage among its visitors Kanjiza has, as a todestination.

OBJECTIVES AND METHODS OF THE SURVEY

The term “image” generally refers to a complicatioh beliefs and impressions
based on information processing from a variety afrses over time, that result in an
internally accepted mental construction (Mackay, 2805).

The method used to get information from the tosrabout their perception on the
image of Kanjiza as a tourist destination was iné&ving by opinion poll. This method
includes a series of actions, by which statemeftpeople are aroused, collected and
analyzed in order to get data about their behawpimnion, preferences or interests for
social, medical, economical or any other kind sech (Cerovic S, 2004).

The questions, which supposed to be answeredthéteanalysis of this survey, are:
Do visitors perceive Kanjiza as a tourist destma®i Which factors influence tourists to
travel to Kanjiza? Has their perception of Kanjateanged after seeing and experiencing it
during their stay?

A number of 78 visitors were chosen randomly betw&2and 38 of August, in
the year of 2010 on various locations in Kanjizatels “Aquapanon”, “Lupus” and
“Aguamarin”, in the town's park, at the bank of fhiea River. The tourists were filling in

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A substantial majority of respondents were domestarist — 78.4%. The
questionnaire consists of 12 questions, which canspiit into categories: close-ended
(dichotomous questions, questions with multipleick® and ranking scale questions) and
open-ended questions.

With closed-ended questions, the researcher prevaleset of pre-determined
response alternatives for the respondent to usa \@ahewering the question. With open-
ended questions, respondents are free to devigeothe unique answers to the questions
posted. Providing a pre-determined set of resporseslvisable when it is possible to
anticipate the full range of possible responsesvameh these responses are relatively few in
number. They are also easier to answer and redecdimhe and effort needed to code
responses for data entry and analysis, so theylbec@mne referable. The clearest advantage
of open-ended questions is that they don't sughbestnswers to the respondents and allow
researchers to find out something unanticipatet thy on the other hand, suffer a lower

response rate than closed-ended questions (Ruadgld98).

STRUCTURE OF THE RESPONDENTS

Just over half of the respondents belong to thegameps between 16 to 25 and 46 to
65 with 2% more male respondents than female. Al number of those who belong to
the age group between 26 and 35 should not be ctedl€20.25%). These facts indicate a
balanced structure of the respondents.

The tourists, who gave their opinion, origin fronffetent countries, cities and
towns. The majority of domestic tourists (2/3 oé trespondents) were from Vojvodina
(Novi Sad, Subotica, Kikinda, Temerin, Vrsac, ZmajeNova Pazova, Ruma, Sremska
Mitrovica, Sombor). Beside them, numerous are tlvdse came from Belgrade and there is
a limited number of respondents from other partSerdbia (Valjevo, Kraljevo, Surdulica).
Foreign tourists came mostly from the neighboumtoes — Hungary (Budapest, Debrecen)
and the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina (MigljeSarajevo, Trebinje) — and from
Germany.

A significant percentage of the respondents haitedd<anjiza at least twice before
- 47% and 20% of respondents had visited Kanjizaentiban five times. This leads to a
conclusion that the tourists who visit Kanjiza stegguently, which can be marked as a

positive result. It is much more efficient to kethp guests by good service and courtesy of
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staff than seek for a new potential guest by pramnat activities andof course, nothing
can be as good promotion as a satisfied tourist.

Repeated visits of those who have visited beforeatso be caused by different type
of events, such as international or domestic sppréivents, festivals and exhibitions. Not
only does event encourage people to visit but mpigides an opportunity to promote the

tourist destination.

MAJOR FINDING OF THE SURVEY

The Associations with Kanjiza’he aim of revealing what crosses the minds of
tourists when they think about Kanjiza is direatiynnected to the subject matter of this
research. Among the multiple answers were thos&hadre non-tourist associations, such
as “producing bricks” which is also one of the @weristics of Kanjiza. The results are
shown in the following graphic 1:

The lgamdicates that aroungialf of the
respondents answered that the Spa is the first gymb Kanjiza, which is a tourist
characteristic of the town, as well. This resuffoatorresponds with the long tradition of
Kanjiza’s health tourism. The second important sghd Kanjiza is the Tisa River and the

natural phenomenon of “the blooming Tisa River’3%2of the respondents. The category
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“other” cannot be neglected, because it offeredhance to the respondents to write their
own thoughts like: sport activities, beautiful nawr a famous artist from Kanjiza, Jozsef
Nagy. Although there are a great number of evantsanjiza and that they are one of the
important segment of tourism offer, they are natyva@gnificant to the tourist as the first
association among the respondents.

Source of informationMany researches indicate that friends and relsitiage
important sources of information by deciding aboorist destinations, which can be
related to the great role of “word of mouth” promot (Curcic N, 2008). Achieving
successful “word of mouth” promotion is not onlynatter of a well-planned campaign, but
more over of the high level of quality of the tatrproducts. The source of information
appear to be dominated by “Friends and Relativasi %7%, indicating a favorable overall
impression of Kanjiza. The recommendation comesonbt from friends and relatives, but
also from doctors, who send their patients on riiketipn in Kanjiza’'s Spa. The number
of people getting to know about Kanjiza through éhectronic media has increased to 12%
according to this survey.

Rating of promotional activitiesThe aim of this question was to determine how the

respondents rate those promotional activities, whiave influence on the quality of the

products and services in tourism.

The products in tourism are so complex, that ivesy difficult to be precise in

marking the point of affections of the promotioredtivities. The scheme of tourist

destination quality according to French authorslmansed for these purposes.

The elements of tourist destination quality frora tburist’s point of view are:

- The image of destination before the arrival @& tburist

- Information about the destination before the artiwhthe tourist

- Reservation

- The Arrival of the tourist on the tourist destiion

- Information obtained during the stay in the toudsistination

- The place of accommodation

- Tourist attractions

- Infrastructure and environment

- The farewell and the way back home

- Contacts and the memories after the holiday.
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According to this scheme, tourists get their impi@s of a tourist destination
through twelve elements of quality. In four of thesvelve elementshere is the role of
promotional activities which are obviously impoitarthe image of destination before the
arrival of the tourist, information about the deation before the arrival of the tourist,
information obtained during the stay in the tourdsgstination and contacts and the
memories after the holiday. During these four elet:i®f quality, it is of great importance
that the representatives of the tourist destinaleau creative well-planned promotional
campaigns. The analysis about the timing of proomati campaigns indicate that they are
essential from the moment of the creation of théemtal tourist's needs, wishes and
opinions, through the time of the informing and gesgfing the decision about the place of
holiday, as well as through the time of informirg ttourist during their stay to the time
after the tourist finishes the holiday, in the @lad their residence (Curcic N, 2008).

The respondents rated these elements of promotamtiaities with grades from 1 —
“very unsatisfied” to 5 — “very satisfied with thedement of promotional activity”. The
average rating is shown in the Table 1.

The Respondent’s suggestiolts.an open-ended question the respondents could
write their own ideas to describe the tourist offeKanjiza in a way that could be used for
promotion. The most frequent answers were: condbrthe accommodation; politeness,
professionalism and well organization of the stofthe rehabilitation centre; efficiency of
the rehabilitation programs in Kanjiza (recoveryaanteed 100%); low prices for foreign
tourists and beautiful nature. They also mentiosethe segments of the offer that they
found interesting for promotion: sport events, Haman folklore and cousine, the
workshops of Jozef Nagy, recreation facilities. yhaéso found the vicinity of other tourist
attractions, such as the Palic Lake, interestirgugh to be used in developing the image of

Kanjiza as a tourist destination.

CONCLUSION

Since the beginning of the 20. century, Kanjizgdreto develop an image of a
rehabilitation and spa centre which eventually tedhe growth in tourist arrivals. This
research shows that the original image of Kanjias mot changed ever since the beginning

of tourism development in the early 20. century.
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The influence of friends and relatives recommeiodais still the most important
factor leading to the increase of the number of tthaists. However, the fact that the
percentage of those who gain information through Ititernet for the purpose of visiting
Kanjiza gradually grows, cannot be ignored. Thideto the conclusion that the tourism
industry in a whole (the Special Hospital for Medi®ehabilitation “Banja Kanjiza”, the
Tourist Organization of Kanjiza Municipality, pritea hotels etc.) needs to improve the
quality of their internet presentations and to make purchase of their products and
services more available to potential visitors viefnet.

Although the main purpose of visiting Kanjiza isaltth improvement, the research
implies that there are also other purposes whieltta result of expanding the tourist offer,
such as sport, recreation and events.

The average rating of the elements of promoti@eélities which have impact on
the quality of the tourist destination is mid-radgso they should be further improved. That
includes information amount and flow between tharitm industry and potential tourists
and visitors, as well as the accessibility of sounge

Almost two thirds of the visitors has better imagfeKanjiza after their stay and
more than a third of them gained experience thahesatheir expectations. This leads to a
conclusion that the quality of tourism products @edvices is gradually increasing. Also,
the research led to respondents’ suggestions dbewgegments of the tourst offer which

could be used in order to attract more visitors.

Foreword

It is an often heard statement that both in Hungamg Vojvodina we possess
determining resources — arable land, tradition goad working culture of the population —
primarily in food industry, which could ensure caogtiive production even in the long run.

As a result of profound reform of economic policyCentral Eastern Europe, the
volume of agricultural production has reduced cdesbly, and currently beside Hungary
and Bulgaria only Serbia (mainly due to agriculturé/ojvodina) remained self-sufficing
and net food exporters.

The Western European region could be the achievabdet market for Vojvodian
agriculture and food industry (because of the eatly attractive Serbian inner market and
despite huge competition). However, beside thensitied and effective agricultural
subsidy system of EU countries, standards, quaditpuirements and the more and more
strict system of quotas are also barriers to ekppegricultural products.

In the long run, the altering/liberalised systencompetition control will gradually
relocate mass production to regions with more faaoke natural endowments, and this may
improve the position of Vojvodina in food exporytizurrently in the foreseeable medium
term, only production of labour intensive cultuessl marketable final products, instead of

mass production, could be an effective developraketnative for our agriculture.
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The SPF Network project supported by EU’s IPA paogrwant to point out that
Vojvodina and the Southern Great Plain are teresostrongly depending on agriculture
and food industry, the rise of which regions cdogdbased only on cooperation between the
two countries, primarily in the fields of agriculeuand food industry.

The Project shows that relations between the twmiies, the two observed regions
are still very limited in this sector of the econgmwhile there are so much the potentials
still not capitalised.

The aim of this Project is to present sectoral attaristics of the two regions and
the conditions by which cooperation could be esthbd between them. We consider
cooperation mainly in the fields of common prodofimanufacturing and sale, and since
Hungary as an EU member country has had an almdstcade-long experience in this
matter, we have been especially focused on takugg Blungarian experience and capital
transfers towards Vojvodina.

|. Sectoral and environmental analysis
1. Regional statistics referring to the sector

Regional statistics of agricultural sector in Vojvalina

The proportion of agricultural areas is especidiigh in Vojvodina, as well as in
certain districts (see 1. figure). This rate reacbeeven exceeds 80% in the province as a
whole and in all of its districts too.

The agricultural land area in Vojvodina is 1 729 Ofectares consisting of excellent
quality soil types. From the agricultural land ate@48 000 hectares are cultivated, which is
95.3% of the whole area. Arable land is prevalerihe cultivable area.

67.2% of the agricultural land area is owned byttital of 620 621 private farms.
Most of these farms face serious problems for sz@omy reasons, since their average
territory is 3.52 ha and even this area is divided 3 plots on average, which does not
provide opportunity for well-organised productidvioreover, concerning their sources of
income, most of these private farms have non-alfui@l or mixed income sources. This
means that agricultural production is only an adddl source of income for them. Owners
do agriculture only in their free time (moon lighgriculture), which is then also visible
from the results.
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Proportion of private farms in the usage of agtioal land and in the production of
most important crops is shown in 1. table and dur. Almost % of cultivation capacities
are used by private farms. They give 75 or evenenparcent of cereal, vegetable, fodder
crop, fruit and grape production. A slightly smalgoduction of industrial crops on private
farms is the result of the fact that manufactuimadustry prefers bigger suppliers. Most of
the production of private farms is also handlednbgdiators that organise and support

farmers, and this way they ease the work of manurfexs’ purchasing departments.

The production of corn as the cereal grown on dingelst sown area exceeds 600 000
hectares in the observed years. The oscillatioth@fcovered area is relatively low, while
the fluctuation of yield and total output is sigo#int. The yield varied from 29 quintals per
hectares in 2000 to 65 quintals in 2005, which shgwite big variations. This is mainly
due to weather conditions, which could have beamibalanced with irrigation. As a
result of oscillating yield, the total output isalvery variable.

As a result of price policy of former years, theveoarea of wheat grew, then fell
back and finally stagnated in recent years. Theedainty of the purchase price and low

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Soybean shows explicit rise in sown area, incrggsom 75 000 hectares in 1999 to
146 000 hectares in 2006, and its production are@mstantly exceeding 130 000 hectares.

Tihistson influences production results as
well. Intensive milk production with vast lactifar® stocks is an adequate partner of
manufacturers, however small producers come to s maod more difficult situation.
Moreover, we also have to reckon with the fact thatmeat quality of lactiferous species is
not marketable, while production should be devedope the field of meat production.
Livestock breeding is characteristic of data shawrb. figure, indicating the number of
livestock by species.

In the field of breeding pigs there was no consitler growth in number. The
number of livestock rises or falls depending onng/es in price conditions. Technical-
technological development and stock quality of pigrbreeding is far behind the countries
that are present on the world market.

The number of sheep is relatively low, varying betw 91 000 and 180 000. The
limited number is the result of scarce pasturedamatid mutton consumption also does not
present a market demand and does not generatévpadianges. The number of poultry

It is visible even from these data series, howtantiing is the agriculture specific
indicator of the observed region. This is a regdi@ditionally prestigious of agriculture,
however, we can see from the analyses of datassdra it is a less and less significant
sector.

The relative predominance of agriculture and thacstire of business sectors in the
region are essentially resulting from good-quaktyable land. According to traditions,
cultivation of grain crops and breeding livestodcdme significant. Food production in the
region’s cereal, meat, preserved-food and dairyofees makes 20-25% of the national
production. The sandy soil in the western parthef region and the number of sunny hours
being above the country average, widen agricultpoéntials, giving space to grape, fruit
and vegetable growing.
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The gross volume of agriculture in Hungary aftex thillennium was salient in 2004
and 2008. In the year 2008, after constant decrebfige 2005-2007 period, there was a
significant rise in production of 27%. This largeake increase can be mainly explained with
the volume increase of cereals and fruit exceedi@®. Yet in livestock breeding the

decline of recent years has continued.

From the Hungarian regions, the Southern GreatnPRegion has the biggest
territory of agricultural land. The area coveredhwarable land, meadows, orchards and
vineyards is outstanding. It is in the first-secqhace compared to other regions.

The region is going over a period of continuousigfarmation. Agriculture is a
predominant sector in all three counties of theioeghowever mechanisation and the
limited demand for agricultural products do nottifyskeeping the former number of
employees in this sector. The workforce releasedh fagriculture should be engaged in
other sectors of the economy, but this is still happening at a required pace. Complex
rural development, manufacturing industry basedagnculture and the introduction and

establishment of other branches of industry aredonmental interests.

2. Historical overview of agricultural trade in théwvo regions

It is practical to begin this historical overvievoin 1945, the year when World War
Il ended. Although historical Hungary had alreadset dismembered in 1920 and this
meant the collapse of the economic space with asdmod-year long history of organic
development. In 1945, all the inter-war trade reted and cooperation was totally
terminated between the newly created regions, edossy new administrative borders.

Vojvodina became the larder and resource-basemregficrugoslavia led by Serbian elite,
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but without special social-economic-infrastructurgtransfer. The name Vojvodina can be
defined only since 1920 as the Hungarian territbat had been annexed to Yugoslavia of
that time. Backa became part of Hungary again bemtw#941-1944, as the part of
Vojvodina between the Tisa and the Danube. Howewke renewed Hungarian
administration could not regenerate, relive pastat@conomic relations. This region was
providing food during the world war, and the prouevere intended for supplying
Hungarian and mostly German military forces. Yet teintegration of the newly reannexed
territories (Bacs Bodrog County and Baranya Couhgg begun even in this Hungarian
economic situation, entirely adjusted to war tirmed German expectations.

In the post-war period, socialistic ideology, pladneconomy and membership in
Comecon have considerably narrowed down Hungawgopes for action in food trade. It
manifested in the fact that Hungarian governmersg wat interested in economic, trade
relations on national basis, neither in making deepnomic-trade relations with the
neighbouring country that was following a differgrath of socialism. Cooperation between
companies was made difficult, since production dase centralised planned economy was
hardly reconcilable with economic actors in colletproperty from Vojvodina having
much greater freedom and power of local decisiokinga This happened so in spite of the
fact that Hungary could realise great-volume foaddpction and considerable export
during the period of socialistic economy. Although must add that even Vojvodina was a
region with pronouncedly agricultural and food-isttial character. So it was a self-
sufficing region also participating in internaldeaof food.

In this time, food-trade volumes between the twaintnes were insignificant.
Furthermore, Hungarian food statistics had catsgdriYugoslavia as a capitalist country.
Therefore, there are no such detailed statistidsaaralyses of commercial relations of the
two countries as for inner Comecon markets. Fromgduy’s aspect, Yugoslavia turned out
to be an extremely rhapsodic food importer, sodeekw volume they had also considered
it for an unbalanced country. Goods exported frommdshry to Serbia were mostly eggs (30
million pcs in 1975), preserved vegetables-fruiid aon-food tobacco, fermented tobacco.

Between 1960 and 1990 Hungary was in tffet@ 5" place in the world after
Denmark and the Netherlands in net agriculturaloeispsurplus per capita. So it had
supplied 50% more population than its inhabitaiitee proportion of exports compared to
domestic consumption was 110-120% of cereals drgkeds; 180-250% of vegetables and
fruit; 150-200% of wine; 350-380% of vegetable pil90-200% of beef and poultry; 135-
140% of pork; 480-500% of mutton. The Comecon mafkactioned strictly based on
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bilateral agreements and trade, where the inclusi@third country was not acceptable by
the system. Payment was done in rouble, which wadsan internationally convertible
currency. Certain Comecon members did not have whebd with their rouble surplus, so
every country was more interested in making theetf@alance of every two country operate
at break-even. In case of food and agriculturaldpots from Hungary export was
predominant, materialised in low-processed and doality goods. The Soviet market
required mainly such products. Thus Hungarian fiooldistry was specialised in production
of low added value, small capacities and poor-tpajoods until the 1970s. After that
Hungarian economic policy makers understood thadyigntages of production and trade
exclusively within the rouble zone, so they begansiderable technology and capacity
improvements in food industry. As a result, theuldcenter the dollar zone of international
trade with competitive products in the 1980s. Tdwonstruction of foreign trade geographic
structure accelerated on in the second half ofl®®0s. Since 1990, with the switch to
settling in dollar and the collapse of Comecon ratgkthis process has accelerated. At the
end of the 1980s the share of Central and Easta@mmpEan countries in exports and imports
was 33-35%. By 1999, this rate fell to 12.4% in@xp and 14.3% in imports. Thus 84% of
all exports have now been oriented towards developainly OECD countries, within that
76% to EU member countries’ markets. In importg share of OECD countries reaches
75%, while EU countries take 70%.

By the beginning of the 1990s, official food tradetween the two countries was
terminated for two reasons: the UN imposed commakernbargo in 1992, and Vojvodina’s
increased exploitation had already squeezed iisudiyre and food industry. The necessary
vacuum of these times between the two regions Wgitlyg loosened over the black market.

Serbia and Montenegro, then the Republic of Sehlaize belonged to the non-
categorised countries. Based on the existing statig can be said that there have been
insignificant agricultural and food trade betwede two countries. And concerning the
Southern Great Plain Region and Vojvodina, it isreliarder to express food-trade volumes
of the two regions. Establishment of agribusinessperation, common networks and co-
operations was not a priority in any of these ragio

For this reason, it is quite difficult to descriaed explain historical aspects of food
trade between the two regions or either betweesetlteuntries. There is almost no data
about agricultural and food trade between thesatces, not to mention the two observed
regions. Yugoslavia and today Serbia have neven la@@ong those groups of countries,
which are usually used by analysts and statistsci@omecon, capitalist, developing, EU
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member, OECD, Central and Eastern European cosngti@). In Hungary, both in the
period of socialist planned economy and of cagitalias well as before and after accessing
the European Union, there were only few groups mfdpcts and slight volumes of
agricultural and food trade between the two regidrigs fact proves justification of this
project, since there are considerable unemploygenpals of agricultural, food-industry,
production and trade co-operations between theaégions.

3. Capacities, characteristics of commercial inftagcture

Retail

Surveying the concentration of food-trade turnoierelatively the most general
indicator of development level. However, currenihyg situation is not so easy, since it
becomes more difficult to separate retail from velsale in food trade.

The process of concentration began later — aro@@® * in commerce than in the
industry. In this period in the European trade, kaashare of the TOP-10 countries was
around 20% based on net revenue. Only few countpesated internationally. According
to forecasts, about 15 multinational trade comsami@l cover 70-75% of the European
market in the following 5-10 years.

Concentration and commercial turnover of consunoedg among new members of
the European Union was the highest in Hungary Q@42. In the 1990s the volume of food-
retail turnover increased by 7-8%. It is closelywected to this tendency that there was a
continuous decrease in the consumption of gooas &wn production.

Changes in Hungarian food retail for the past twemars can be divided into five
periods:

- Spontaneous privatisation: In the 1989-1990 pesouwll shops became private
property and new groceries were founded.

- Privatisation: in the 1991-1996 period there came&hange in the ownership of
bigger food-trade companies. Most of better locasddps got into hands of
multinational chains of stores. Part of small piévgroceries have remained and
developed, while others were closed.

- Beginning concentration: The period from 1997 t@@began with the emergence
of stores with huge area. It was characteristiecntgnsified Greenfield expansion
and the pushing forward of purchase companies gaghemaller units.
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- Intensifying concentration: From 2000 to 2006 tkpawsion of large-surface stores
accelerated, and these were the obvious winnetBeo€ompetition between small
and large-scale trade.

- Decelerating concentration: Since 2007 the proaeflssoncentration has not
terminated, but Hungarian food-trade market stéotgeach its saturation. The
process has decelerated, and we can see mediudhdssoeunt stores filling market
gaps. Although there are still some new large-serfatores, the volume of
Greenfield investments decreases.

Concentration in Hungary reached such extent thet analysing inner structure of
the market we can say that the trade of consumedsyacan be considered for an
asymmetric oligopoly. This structural form, whichfurther concentrated by purchase side
towards supply side, enables customer side to enits strength.

The alteration in the proportion of the ten biggesterprises in entire trade also
indicates intensified concentration. Between 198@ 2003 the turnover of the first ten
companies trebled, and their proportion in totahdwer increased from 48% to 89%.
Meanwhile the proportion of stores led by thesedempanies rose only from 19% to 22%
by smaller numerical growth.

The development process of domestic retail is naty ocharacterised by
concentration that produced decrease in the numbstores, but also by new ways of
business and types of enterprises — domesticatedhén period after democratic
transformation. The decreasing number of storesoantry level was mainly caused by
redirecting turnover into large-surface units, hyparkets.

Supermarkets are still a significant market channeHungary, although with
decreasing importance, in contrast to hypermark&isgarian discount market experienced
boom in the 1990s, followed by temporary stagnatimuay prospering again due to
German discount chains entering the market. Silyitar other segments of the economy,
chances in the competition of small and mediumrpntes are quite low compared to big
companies. Small shops are facing difficultiesaod trade as well.

Beside spreading of foreign chains of stores in gduy, there are more and more
food-trade chains and purchase companies in Huargasvnership, created either with the
transformation of current structures, or over tsi@alelishment of new companies.

The presence and operation of purchase compangst thee concentration of food

trade. There are several types of purchase congpanidéungary. Some purchase companies
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are also operating as a chain of retail storesreThee also examples when the food chain
does not provide purchase only for its own membéng logistics of big chains of food
stores usually have 100% centralised purchasingheBmes even a few chains form a
single purchase chain, with one centralised waredoor one centralised and a few regional
warehouses, depending on the structure of the ghain
Analysing changes in retail, we can forecast tileviong processes:
- intensifying expansion of multinational companiesaetail,
- selection of domestic chains in Central-Easternope@an region and on non-
saturated markets, potential strengthened marlstigro of remaining chains,

- newer, international expansion of companies opsgatiscount stores.

Wholesale
One of the characteristics of the transformatioffoofl trade, both in the 1990s and
today, is that wholesale itself looses its imparegnas well as that retail and wholesale
functions are less and less separate.
Wholesale of nowadays differs from traditional onestly in the following:
- Relation between producers and dealers is nottadgdyibased on warehouse stores,
but it can also operate with printed or online preiccatalogues.
- Warehousing can be a wholesaler’s task.
- The wholesaler can provide only transport services.
Further decrease in the importance of wholesalédbeasxpected with:
- increasing role of own brands of processed goodstail chains and
- strengthening of producers’ and sales organisadodsgrowing producers in case of
fresh goods.
Therefore the remaining role of wholesale may dgvéh three directions, however all with
numerous obstacles:
- supplying stores outside chains
- supplying Horeca (hotel/restaurant/café) sector
- providing foreign trade services
In case of supplying stores outside chains, C+@stare competitors to traditional
wholesalers. The turnover of stores outside chiaassbeen decreasing for years, although

not in absolute numbers, but in market share, isagla narrowing market segment.
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In case of Horeca sector, the threat to supplibamred with special services is in
the more and more centralised purchasing in hatedsaurants and public institutions.

In case of foreign trade, professional knowledge matationships of exporters and
importers may be capable of keeping markets, wthiteat is in internal circulation of
commodities in multinational companies (manufactireetail dealers), which has become
a realistic alternative after EU accession and idemable decrease of administrative

barriers.

4. Transregional, international and food-trade values between Vojvodina and the

Southern Great Plain

Agricultural production was one of the most impaottaectors in Hungary that
brought foreign currency in the 1990s. Exports hacecased as a result of export-pressure
in food-industry companies at the beginning ofdeeade, but then it declined considerably.
This was especially the result of collapsing fornt@wmecon markets, as well as of
decreasing production after careless privatisatiBatween 1994 and 1997 increasing
production and significant fall of inner consumptiopened the door to repeated rise of
export. However, data of declining 1999 show thgticalltural export made only 8% of
total exports. Saturated markets and non-competdiyricultural and food-industry goods
from Hungary had led to this situation.

At the same time, the proportion of import increhssnsiderably. This was
essentially the result of weak market protectione@o this, large quantities of meat, diary
products, apples etc. were imported that could Hmeen produced in the country as well.
However, importing goods with huge EU subsidiesthirir background was a cheaper
solution, while chains of stores imported highlpgessed products.

Geographical direction of agricultural foreign teagdhows that more than 90% of
exports are towards European markets. EU members bacome the most important
foreign trade partners of Hungary since 1990. Ipoets: 48.8%, in imports: 37.2%. Goods
imported from subtropical and tropic countries makmificant share of imports.

The foreign trade turnover shows significant vasiain case of almost all products.
This is equally influenced by fluctuating agricutitiproduction and rhapsodic capacity of
markets, which relate back on production over tamd$éhip of sale. The export of wheat,

corn, sunflower and vegetables is basically infaezhby crop fluctuations in the country
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and the importing countries, while the export adgassed goods mainly depends on market
demand. The most extreme fluctuation of exportharacteristic to cereal sales.

Geographical direction of food export is one-sidexdre than 90 percent is realised
in Europe. Within that, the European Union is thempartner, which was the biggest trade
partner of Hungary even in the pre-accession pesibil salient exports of $1 631 million
and imports of $874 million.

Trade between Serbia and Hungary

We have only few data of economic cooperation,erhdtween the two countries,
since Balkan Wars and Yugoslavia’s disintegrateorganised the borders. As a result, data
for Serbia are available only since 2005. Bilatdératle is quite a matter of instance for
Serbia’s economic problems and the delayed resnatgbn. The applicability of the
available data is also questionable, since thergablems both with the categorisation and
the measurement units of products. One exampledcbal drawing together data for
beverages and tobacco and expressing them in eorsmilar presentation of milk and
eggs.

We can draw two conclusions from the trade of agftical products:

- The trade of such products is a matter of instaslcewing huge yearly oscillations,
presumably resulting from temporary lack of goodsone or the other side of the
border.

- This phenomenon is more understandable from thetfiat the bordering parts of
the two countries are agricultural and food-proresserritories with considerable
supply of goods. In other words, they are competiobn the market of agricultural
products and food.

Concerning the future, these two territories mayettgp serious cooperation, since
with the integration of production of both raw m&és and final products they can obtain
size-economy advantages on the international market

Hungary is Serbia’s fifth biggest import and nittiggest export partner. In Serbia,
and within that mainly in Vojvodina, there are ab600 small and medium enterprises in

Differences in technical regulations of Member Coes may obstruct trade;
therefore the EU has passed harmonisation measaregrning several products, mostly
goods presenting great risk. As examples we cartiomedrugs, vehicles, children’s toys,
chemicals, electronic and mechanic devices and cakdiquipment. Products made in
conformity with the harmonisation rules may be sold the market of any Member
Country.

Standardisation
Since the 1980s the EU has developed a new apphlessd on standardisation in

order to harmonise technical rules in Member Caesitr

CE marking

The CE marking on products indicates that the pebdulfils every relating
requirements of the EU. Member Countries may nmdeckhere markets in front of products
without CE marking except in cases when it is proteat the given product does not

answer the rules.

Services
The freedom of settlement and the freedom of pingidervices are two central
principles of the European Union playing importasie in regulating the common market

of services.

Establishing an enterprise

The Member States have introduced a one-stop systeifmat service providers can
receive all relevant information in a single cusésnservice centre, and all the required
procedures can be arranged remotely, using electdavices — without contacting various

competent authorities.

Veterinary principles, important information
Hungary has no own veterinary regulation as iegutated at Community level. In
the field of international transport there are alZmmmunity regulations, as the Hungary—

Serbia borderline is the border of the EU at theeséime. So transport and letting in transit
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food and other products of animal origin falls unthee same judgement in case Hungary or
any other EU country is the destination.

The general food hygiene regulation covers all phmciples, procedures and
processes, control and monitoring activities o$ thulbject area. (HACCP is only a partial
segment of this subject.) In the general regulatibfood hygiene the 852 chapter covers
general rules, the 853chapter is about veterinary regulations, while 85" contains
methodology and application regulations.

There are the following large categories in therahihygiene system:

- meat of mammals

- poultry, poultry meat, eggs and products from eggs
- meat and meat produce

- milk and dairy products

- fishing products

The European Union prescribes a so called “couhsty, which contains the
countries from where animal products may be imghréad regulates the products, groups
of products per countries that are allowed to hgoirred.

In case of Serbia, livestock must not be importethe EU. From fresh and frozen
meat only mutton and beef is allowed. (Fresh maadtrhe stored on 4°C and frozen meat
on -18°C.) Heat-treated and preserved meat produetg be imported to the EU from
Serbia. Products that are not allowed will noteteri to the territory of the EU.

There is also a so called plant list, the prodottehich slaughter-houses and meat
processing plants are only allowed to be imported sold in the EU. There are plants on
this list, which are outside the European Unioner€his cooperation between EU and
Serbia in this respect, which operates the follgwiray:

- in the first step the Serbian authority controks piant
- the EU may accept it, or it can organise its ownticd
- after the EU’s own control the plant gets on tlsedir not

The plant list of the EU may constantly alter owaamitting new plants or the
exclusion of old ones. Furthermore, the list obakd products in case of certain plants may
also be modified.

In order to import food or raw materials to the Eklrd countries must develop their
food hygiene and health regulations. Additionathge traceability of food from production,
over transport and storage to consumption is aclkagerion. Third countries that do not
develop their own controlling and monitoring systame not allowed to export food to the

European Union. In case of Serbia currently th#tessituation.

Phytosanitary principles, important information
Phytosanitary consists of two main activities:

- Phytosanitary inspections referring to certain fdaiihere is a specific list for these
in the whole territory on the EU. Decree 7/2001 FMeQulates procedures,
methodology and the list.

e s there quarantine harmful organism (fungi, insgeiruses or other)

- Quality control based on sensory survey of thetplaod and inspection based on

labelling and documents. It is regulated with dec3é3/2011 EK.
e s the labelling appropriate
* is the quality in accordance with the labelling

* it must be clean, pure, free of soil, pest anddtsse
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* instrumental sensory inspection

A provision of law determines which of the main tohinspections must be done
in case of certain plant product. In some casely, one is needed, in some cases, both
controls are compulsory. For example, it is prdiiito import potatoes and other potato
products from Serbia. In Serbia, there is no sumtirol system, which is acceptable by the
EU. Decree 7/2001 FVM regulates what are the prt@diproducts from which countries.

Moreover there is the regulation of so called comrantry document, regulating a
more strict procedure compared to the above mesdion

- It defines certain products and/or countries forolwlthe Regulation (EC) 669/2009
is obligatory.

- Itis applied in order to detect infections and ipafations.

- A sample must be taken from every fifth consignmeemd it must be analysed in a
laboratory on the importers cost.

- The EU is often revising this regulation, easingtightening the procedure for
certain products and/or countries. The supervissobhased on former statistics of
such controls.

In case of plant hygiene, similarly to animal hygeaules, traceability is the most
important aspect. Countries that develop their amer tracing system of agricultural and
food products can more easily export a wider rasfgeoducts to the EU.

There are three categories of goods entering theoty of the EU:

- Everything was found correct and the goods are @eldnio EU

- Some suspicion emerged so an inspection is begaadban samples, but the
authorities let is the goods to EU. If it is provétht it must not be put into
circulation, the freight can be stopped anywherthenEU, packed back in logistics
and warehouse centres, or removed from the shitwasretail stores.

- If the goods are very suspicious, they are retaimgi the inspection is finished.
The decision is made after that whether to lehenEU or return from the border.

In case of perishable goods, there is no trugk. €order crossing points are open
twenty-four hours, but if the goods are neitheremtgnor perishable, the consignment may
go only to the nearest parking lot.

Decree ISPM 15/ENSZ-EGB regulates the quality afkpging and integument

thicker than 6 mm and made of wood, in case of gmyds — even non-animal or plant
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origin. The wooden wrapping material itself is atgmial source of infections and
pathogens. So these materials must be treatedy [Eeetain pallet and wrapping material
must be heat-treated, the certificate of which nwesburnt into the surface of wood together
with information code of the treatment method, pheducer and the treating company.

In general, there is separate regulation of evesgam plant product. These
regulations are constantly changing, so before mixgpgoods to the EU, it is advisable to

inform in the plant hygiene sub-office at the Rasblorder crossing.

Opportunities for foreign investments in Serbia

As a general rule, foreign investors fall undergewhent at national level, so if it is
legally not defined otherwise, they are in equaipon compared to domestic individuals
and legal entities having the same rights and abbgs.

Concerning the rights of foreign investors obtair®ar their investments, they
enjoy complete legal security and legal protectiorterms of legislation. The acquired
rights of foreign investors received during theisggtion process of their investments must
not be narrowed even after changes in legislafitve. investments of foreign investors and
the assets of companies with foreign participattannot be subject to expropriation or
other similar state measure, except in cases dicpuiterest defined by laws, along with
complete compensation.

Foreign exchange regulations have also become dbiealised recently. The
foreign investor is free to convert its cash tceefgn currency in relation to payments of the
investment, and it may transfer it to abroad jutdrahe tax payment and other obligations
in Serbia have been fulfilled. Companies with fgreiparticipation are free to perform

payments within their foreign business relations.

Corporate law

According to the Serbian legislation there are fgrgups of economic subjects. (1)
Business companies: unlimited partnerships, limipadtnerships, share companies and
limited companies. (2) Special forms of legal eesitestablished as share companies: banks
and other financial organisations, other finangiatitutions, insurance companies and stock
exchanges. In the rest two groups are (3) publmpamies and (4) cooperatives. All the
above mentioned are legal entities.

But foreign investors have the right to open sdedatepresentation in Serbia, in

case they do not want to establish a business aomia the beginning. It must be
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registered as a foreign representative office & Business Registers Agency. The
representation is legally not independent of itsnfiter, it is only preparing contracts and

businesses to be concluded, but it cannot condadg&acts itself.

Employment law

As a general rule, this law refers to every empdowerking in Serbia irrespective to
his/her citizenship. Every person above 15 mayropl@yed. Employment is established
with signing an employment contract between the leygp and the employee for a
determined or undetermined period. The contract pnagcribe probation up to six months,
in case of which the period of notice is at leastays. The working week lasts 40 hours in
Serbia, while paid holiday is 20 days. The Serbémployment law also knows the
institution of minimal wage. The amount of conttibns paid by the employer is currently:
22% pension contribution, 12.3% health insuranag B5%% unemployment contribution.

As a general rule, the employer must close a dolecontract with the employees.

Law of taxation

The Serbian tax system is quite simple and libék&d. can say in general that tax
rates are much lower compared to other countri¢Bi®iregion. Serbian corporate tax is the
lowest in the region. Its base is the profit readigluring the business year (which is the
same as the calendar year), and the tax rate ys1@3b. The capital return tax is also not
high, being only 20%. The corporate tax law corgaaveral motivating regulations, form
which maybe the most important is that the taxp&sy/éeed of the corporate tax liability for
10 years in case it invests at least RSD 600 miliro Serbia and employs regularly (not
part-time) at least 100 employees. Additionallyestors get tax allowance for investing in
underdeveloped parts of the country or if perfoomiscession activities.

Personal income tax is not high either, being d4% on wage income and 20% on
other incomes. In this case the tax base is abairearnings of the calendar year. In case of
wage income, it is the employer’s obligation tohkibld the advance tax payment from the
gross income. Moreover, there is a kind of so@al dr yearly tax for individuals, whose
total yearly income realised in Serbia and anywleréne world exceeds the quadruple of
the average Serbian yearly income (in case of &erbitizens) or is ten times higher (in
case of foreigners). The rate of this special $ak0%.

The subject of the value added tax (PDV) in Seidbtae trade of goods and services

and the imports. PDV must be paid by everyone dgaWith the trade of goods and
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providing services. The tax base is the value ofdgqin case of imports duty and tariffs are
also included). The general tax rate is 18%. Theeptton is a list of goods and services
defined by law, for which the tax rate is 8% or 0%.

Beside the above mentioned, we have to mentionmwre taxes. One of them is
property tax, the extent of which is 0.4% of thal restate’s value at yearly level. The other
one is the excise tax. In accordance with the fawthe import of some products, such as
petroleum products, tobacco products, alcoholiceleges, coffee, and some of the raw
material used in soft drink production, excise taMst be paid. In addition to these tax
types, investors still must reckon with local tgxekich vary by municipality and the most
typical one is the land-use charge.

Establishing free zones — free-trade agreements

The Serbian legislation enables the establishmieinee-trade zones. Unfortunately,
these zones founded in accordance with the lawbaig closed one by one, since they
cannot fulfil legal requirements, namely to be padfle. Currently in Vojvodina, there are
two such zones, one in Subotica and the other emjanin. It is worth mentioning that the
European Union is Serbia’s biggest largest partiiée Union approved a favourable
judgement system for Serbia in 2000 for exportiogds to the EU market for a five-year
period, which meant export without import tarifisdaguotas except for some products from
textile, wine, fish, meat having quotas, thougttitehas been exempted since then with an
agreement in May 2005. Concerning other countrieth@ region, Serbia has valid free-
trade agreements with Bosnia and Herzegovina, Melddcroatia, Albania, Bulgaria,
Macedonia and Romania. These contracts are thé cédBrussels Stability Memorandum
from 2001. Currently a multilateral agreement imgedeveloped, which could replace these
bilateral contracts in the region.

Serbia also has a valid free-trade agreement witbsid, but according to some
experts, it still has not adequately capitalisezichances provided by the agreement. Serbia
deserved the so called “normal trade relationdust&rom the United States of America in
December 2003, which is equivalent to the formepstnfavoured nation” status. Due to
this goods from Serbia are not discriminated atartgpany longer. But the actual prosperity
began in 2005, when Serbia got the GSP systemtgfaduncession for 4650 products. The
duty-free export mostly refers to industrial andi@agtural products. The precondition is
that the product must be delivered directly fromb&eand at least 35% of its value must be
added here.
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Food safety

From 11" June 2011, the HACCP standard of food safety ligatory in Serbia as
well. Those who do not obey these regulations neaglbsed down by the inspectorate. The
Serbian law on food hygiene was passed two yearsvagch enforced the HACCP system.

According to HACCP, full traceability of food mube ensured in food production
and distribution processes and, if necessary, caotikn or even recall of goods, in order to
prevent harm to consumers’ health. The danger eambiblogical, chemical or physical
material present in food, or the condition of fawdis which can lead to harm to consumers’
health. The danger is always the health hazardseofmaterials in food, but the regulation
also includes other details. HACCP is the abbrexnadf Hazard Analysis Critical Control
Point. It became obligatory in Member Countried @98. It was developed by the UN food
and health organisation because of former fooddalanQuality assurance systems in food
trade are based on it all around the world. Notlgag get on the shelves of big chains of
stores or small groceries unless it fulfils HAC@guirements.

Every participant of food production chain in Sarhinust perform its work
processes according to HACCP requirements sinde Jlhe 2011. The experience of
informative previous surveys shows that in mosesdbkey have understood the advantages
and importance of introducing this regulation. Tdasho have decided not to apply it,
exclude themselves from food production chain, #mely will not get permission for
operating in the future. The inspectorate denourbem to authorised prosecution and
court, and their task is to cancel the licence ating to the law. In case of those, who have
not finished the process yet but stated to obtagessary documentation and to reorganise,
they will get an extension of time. Of course, Stdetermined for everyone separately,

during which period they must rectify omissions.

6. Presentation of financial and banking sector, dmof the system of state
agricultural subsidies

Financial system in Serbia

Currently there are 34 banks operating in Serbth domestic or foreign capital, 20
of them with foreign majority, 5 with domestic pate capital, and 9 in state ownership. 8
foreign banks have representations in Serbia, #mkand the subsidiaries have a total of

3200 branches, which shows that the system of hesnis quite developed in the country.
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The total assets of banks sum €9 billion, whiletibasehold savings reach €2.3 billion and
this sum is increasing. There are 26 000 employetee banking sector, approximately 3.8
million bank cards, which can be used in 1000 ATddsntry-wide.

The main activity of banks is crediting the econoarnd households, providing
payment traffic services and other financial sexgidn a regional comparison, interest rates
are higher than the average, but lower than thelybeen in former decades. The work of
banks has greatly been facilitated over legislationith the banking law, law on leasing,
insurance and mortgages. These laws help the lzatikst their receivable claims.

The National Bank of Serbia is the country’s cdritenk, the main task of which is
to support price level and maintain financial digbiin the country. It defines and
implements monetary policy, subscribes the exchaaigeof dinar (RSD), controls payment
traffic, supervises commercial banks, insurance paonies and other financial service
providers, and mints and issues money. The NatiBaak is operating independently.

We can say that the transformation of the Serbaking system has been finished
by the end of the decade; most of the Serbian baaks been bought out by foreign banks
during the 2000s.

Banks have important role in financing agricultunce most of the banks are
owned by foreign multinational companies, theirlgsato maximise profits, mainly over
lending out credits. Part of the credits given ke teconomy is used for financing
agricultural production and the relating food-inllysSome banks have developed special
products for crediting agriculture, and over pea@ty a specific market gap, they accept
crediting such private farms that do not carry any book-keeping and other tax-related
activities.

Financial system in Hungary

The Hungarian National Bank is the monetary authaf the Hungarian financial
system. It was established in 1924 as a compantetinby shares, and it became the central
bank of the Republic of Hungary. The state solslyhie central organ and owner of the
foreign exchange controls. The representative ©fiagal personality is the Minister of
Finance. It is a non-profit organisation.

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System of state agricultural subsidies in Serbia

Not treating theoretic background of subsidiesheirtpositive and negative effects,
we have to state that the Serbian system of agur@llisubsidies is still not comparable with
the system in EU, and its accounting relations raoé significant either. For this we
primarily have to understand the situation of agtize in Serbia.

Serbia’s most important agricultural and food-indygarget market consists of
former Yugoslav countries and the European Unicstuhally, the Serbian agricultural and
food-industry surplus does not make it for an inigair actor on EU market, but this export
Is important for the country. Thus agriculture —spige its unfavourable position and
backwardness — plays an important role in the aglsndchievement in exports.

At the same time, there is the phenomenon of aHlfy keeping the prices of
agricultural and food-industry products at a lowelleon the domestic market in order to
preserve social peace. Such pricing policy inflesnthe observed region very seriously,
since it is a country region producing agricultusalrplus. Actually, regions producing
agricultural goods have to pay for the consequeatescession. On the one hand, suppliers
of the agriculture draw away income from it ovee tiap between prices of agricultural and
industrial products (parity), while on the othemda part of the income flows to non-
agricultural regions because of low domestic priddsese statements are also true for the
observed region, since its suppliers and the custormf its surplus are mainly outside of
the region.

Regulation of agricultural subsidies is based anlthw on Agriculture and Rural
Development (Zakon o poljoprivrednom i ruralnomvugm). The §' section of chapter Il
of the law defines the tasks of the Directoratégficultural Payments (Uprava za agrarna
placanja) concerning the subsidies, while tffes@ction of chapter IV enumerates the types
of subsidies. According to that there are: dire@rket and structural subsidies.

Direct subsidies are premiums, production subsidesates and allowances to non-
producing farms. Market subsidies are export subsiccompensation of storage expenses
and loan subsidies. Structural subsidies are sugporural development programs, for
farmland protection and soil improvement, and tosbnal grants.

The law declares that the Government subscribestyibes, sum and users of
subsidies for every certain year. It allows thevproe and the municipalities to establish a
supporting institution and finance it from their mwources. However, the scarcity of own

incomes and the centralised distribution of funasnf the central budget minimise these
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opportunities. It follows from this that in thisefd, farmers must face uncertainty instead of
predictability. New decisions are made every yegpethding on the amount of available
funds from the budget.

The law defines the circle of potential users iotty, which are producing and non-
producing family holdings. (The latter are pradticahe self-sufficing family holdings.)
Every farm gets its categorisation during regigtrgt according to the law. Registration
refers to companies, farmer cooperatives, othex legtities, schools, monasteries, churches
and other organizations as well, beside entreprenaud agricultural producers. The law
does not treat the relation between registrati@tirament insurance and obtaining
subsidies, but the procedures are well-known froreryglay practice. Farms can be
registered irrespective to farmers having retiremesurance or not, but they can get
subsidies only if they prove the payment of contiiin. Accordingly, those who want to
get subsidies, have to pay their contribution twement insurance.

Deciding on agricultural subsidies is the task loé Directorate of Agricultural
Payments and its branch offices. Both the applecamid the Directorate have to comply
with the respective decrees. Decrees regulatingybeem of subsidies are issued in a great
number. During the first two and a half months 612 there were 10 such decrees issued
(so one every week), which were regulating certiygopes of subsidies.

7. Short and medium term forecasts of global agridture and agricultural

trade

Before analysing agribusiness forecasts, we deamdéssary to enumerate all the
factors that influence the tendencies of intermatidood production and trade.

Environmental factors:

accelerating erosion of soil

decreasing water resources

global warming

production of biodiesel causes cutting down raiests

Social factors:
- growing use of land for non-agricultural purposes
- increasing population and welfare
- stagnating yields in developed countries
- increasing energy costs

- with the growing population the need for inhabitahateas is also rising

So in the current situation, it comes to more amdentases when people rise against
their dictators reigning for a long time, in esgdgi over-populated countries without goods
for export, where the own natural resources haweadl been exhausted while they are
unable to be self-sufficient, their economy is ungetitive, but the country has a strategic
geographic position. For example, Egypt has becmsealvent, while they cannot expect
considerable foreign investments in the countryurigm becomes disloyal in no time, but

returns only after a long time, so the economy oarfre based exclusively on tourism.
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Several countries of the Middle East have to fhesé problems and can be characterised
by these parameters.

In our opinion, it comes to a contradiction in siifd handling of demand and
supply as to, while the population grows generatimageasing supply in food trade, for the
increasing number of — environmental, energy, foman political, economic, natural —
crises an increasing part of the world’s populatigas in poverty. With the growing food
prices solvent demand for food is falling. (Simiteocesses are predicted in case of oil.) So
it is very difficult to foresee, which of these aging processes will prevail. Though it is
probable, that food prices will rise monotonousiytvever bigger oscillations.

In the long run, it will not be enough to regulatarkets and develop cooperation
between countries. Because of the growing populatidensifying food production cannot
be put off any longer. Some French experts suggeseasing the world’s agricultural
output for not less than 70 percent by 2050, alghoitiis hardly feasible without stopping
stimulation of biodiesel production that makes fopobduction non-competitive, and
without relaxing restrictions relating to the pratan of genetically modified crops.

It could be a solution for the target area of fimigject if they increase the proportion
of local products and develop regional marketplasesoon as possible. Organic farming in
locale could prevent the catastrophic consequeotaspotential global food crisis in the
region for the next 40 years. The proportion oblgdand in agricultural areas should be
increased. Speculative impacts and the influendereign interests should be minimised.
Food production must not serve energy productioenewm the future. The territory of
energy and food plantations in the region must &embnised. In order to ensure food
safety, agrarian society must be preserved; thdustmn-cultivation knowledge base must

be protected and developed.

Il. Development strategy of sectoral commerce
1. Targeting

Considering the objectives of this project and wsiag the current situation of
agriculture and food industry in Vojvodina and Beuthern Great Plain, the only solution
for breaking free from the present situation isagriculture and food industry based on
cooperation, as well as in the development of ebmsder trade. This objective has been

divided to the following partial goals:
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» Development of cross-border trade based on thegttrening of local economy

* Developing agribusiness in the border region ineordo utilise economic,
infrastructure and human resources capacities

« Mobilising internal resources in order to capitalmoduction and sales capacities

* Improving income attracting capacities of the regiath the development of trade

sector

All four partial goals have common background, vahig the increase of trade and
movement of goods relating to agriculture and foatustry along the Serbian-Hungarian
border. We have to achieve movement of all of tjrécaltural products, final products, and
input materials of production and manufacturingrotee border by creating fundamental
conditions. For this it is necessary to know fagtand capacities of production of raw
materials, as well as the manufacturing, logistid tade capacities of the two sides.

It is especially important to demolish the borderaalimiting factor, which will be,
knowing Serbia’s current status outside the Eumopdaion, a complex and demanding
task. This process is not the task of this progcthese project partners. Results can be
expected only after the alteration of legislationthe Republic of Serbia, resulting from
negotiations between Serbia and the European Union.

The strategy developed within this project can beappropriate framework to
developing institutional relations and connectidiegween producers, manufacturers and
dealers, which could be properly utilised in adti@l co-operations after the
administrative boundaries of cooperation betweenwo countries are demolished.

Until then, these relations should bear fruit isgaration with results that help all of
production systems, food safety systems and diffdogistic systems become harmonised,
but it is inevitable to mobilise and better utilis@rently dormant inner resources.

In the preparatory period the emphasis should bdraining farmers, and here
emerges Hungary’'s almost a decade-long experietiee,transfer of which is quite
necessary for Serbian farmers, who do not know ymtah regulations of the European

Union, nor the methods, background and qualityras®e regulations of food industry.
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2. Strategy development

For the realisation of the above mentioned systegoals we have to determine an
institutional framework, which could develop thgdanned activities to detailed projects
and can resolve the execution of these projeats, financing and follow-up. The following

strategic system is necessary for this:

- Development of horizontal and vertical co-operadiorhorizontally they are
cooperatives, vertically they are clusters.

In Serbia and Hungary, similarly to many other does, it has been realised that for
developing the economy it is not enough to use éwreconomic planning practice, but
following the practice of developed countries, newgthods, development and economic
development practices should be utilised, whichuireq similar, or often even less
resources, resulting in considerable improvemedtesrabling faster structural change.
The simplest and relatively capital saving solutionthe burning problems of farmers is
establishing cooperatives. On the one hand, itifaieis problems with size economy on
supply-side and with the sale of goods, while andther hand, it treats even problems with
holding structure and market position, even ifahgot resolve them.
Following tried and tested solutions from Europed asther parts of the world, it is
necessary to establish Producer and Marketing Catipes (PMC) for purchasing,
organising production and sale of goods. Such aadipes resolve the lack of capital to an
extent, with joint funding, common procurement,njouse of equipment and reducing
production expenses. They also facilitate entethngy market, as members can produce
marketable products if they follow good agricullupmactice, quality assurance and the

common solutions for marketing problems.

Preconditions of establishing new types of co-opetraes

Currently the biggest problem of the operation gfiaultural cooperatives is that
none of them operates based on basic principlesageration. If we analyse the operation
and management of Serbian cooperatives in Vojvodima see that there are “state”
cooperatives, where employees have managemens nigiite the member farmers have
not. In case of “private” cooperatives the operati® similar to an enterprise and they do
not follow the principles of cooperation. Equaligportant question is the unresolved status
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of the cooperative’s property, which can obstrueivelopments and often even the
operation.

For resolving these problems and providing necgskackground for developing
cooperative sector, the Serbian law on cooperatvas passed in 2006, regulating the
following questions:

- founding cooperatives

- legal status of their members

- management and organs of cooperatives

- their operation and assets

- funds, dividing profits and financing losses

- keeping business books and compilation of finarstelements
- termination of cooperatives

- association of cooperatives

- screening cooperatives

According to the law, cooperatives are based aretade on voluntary principle.
Further principles are open membership, equaligmaktratic system, equal right to
manage, providing information and trainings to mersband domestic and international
relations between cooperatives.

The original capital of the cooperative as a legydity is the founders’ stake. This
stake can be in cash or not, and the amount dé#st stake is defined by cooperative rules.
The founder has ownership over the cooperativesstasn proportion with his/her stake.

The functional rules are defined during the fourmatThe statute defines beside the
name and circle of operation, other rules als@ thhe members’ rights and obligations, the
amount of original capital, the amount of stakes thstribution of profits and the inside
organisation of the cooperative.

Member of the cooperative may be an individual degal entity that pays in the
stake. Every cooperative must keep book on its neespbwvhich is available to all the
members and authorised third parties.

One of the law’s main functions is to define theywd managing. The right to
manage belongs to every member, having one vote &ae exceptions are those members,

who have bigger role in the operation, having 3sohaximum.
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Organs of cooperatives: general assembly, manaddroard, manager and board of
supervision. They make decisions with the majasftparticipant if law of the status do not
dispose differently.

Assets of cooperatives are the all the foundea¥est and cash, securities and means
of production obtained during their operation. To®peration is responsible with its entire
assets and operates in its own name on behal ofvh account or the members’ accounts.

Profit is divided according to the general assershlgcision after annual settlement
is accepted. Firstly the losses of previous yeaustrhe covered from the profit, and then
follows the necessary reserves, and only the reseairs divided as net profit among
members according to their stakes’ share.

Books are kept and financial statements are prdpaceording to the relating laws
and the internal regulations of cooperatives.

The operation of cooperatives is supervised by edve auditing service. It can
be a cooperative or company that has got the psionisof the authorised ministry.
Audition is obligatory for every cooperative, artdcan be regular or exceptional. If a
cooperative misses audition, its liquidation wik Ilnitiated. After auditing the auditor

prepares a report with his opinion and sendsthéaministry and the given cooperative.

Strategy for developing clusters

In Serbia, similarly to many other countries, ish#een realised that for developing
the economy it is not enough to use former econ@ianning practice, but following the
practice of developed countries, new methods, deweént and economic development
practices should be utilised, which require simit@roften even less resources, resulting in
considerable improvement and enabling faster strakthange.

Clusters are based on connections between firms.cbhnections can be common
or complementary products, same technology, needifailar natural resources, need for
certain professions and/or sale channels. The mysteconnections between companies is
the first requirement for establishing a clusteheTsecond requirement is large
concentration of firms from the same industry witha certain territory. The third
precondition of founding a cluster is to have wogkirelations with scientific research
institutions for providing new ideas and innovation

Unfortunately, we do not have such an example, vhjaplies the characteristics of
every region, but there is a so called general imedech serves the foundation of clusters
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and involves important development factors and ghasd reckons with the scarcity of
resources and the special needs.

Successful operation of a cluster does not onlyedeédrom the success of certain
companies, but also from their cooperation withiangfied organisation. Thus it must be
highlighted, that though a company’s continuousettgyment is necessary, but not enough
precondition for the cluster’s success, which reggiintegrated management, organisation,
planning and development.

Integrations in the form of clusters have threemyirts:

- Defining the strategic plan and outlining the wste establishment and development
plan, preparing adequate atmosphere, which diohetsges towards integration.

- Integration and development of basic economic E®E® — realisation of the
cluster's and the companies’ core functions.

- Development of a modern information system — the soipporter of the integration
process.

Certain clusters can resolve their financing ovenrbership fees, but it is usually
characteristic to clusters that they search foarfmal sources to maintain their operation.
Regional support can be a long-term solution —ughoproviding financing for several
years.

If we formulate the question — after everythingdsa why there are no clusters in
undeveloped regions, which could increase competehthe region, the answer may be the

high complexity of clusters’ organisation and depshent.

3. Detailed presentation of strategy elements

- Production of traditional products founded on tegion, their delivery to local and
external markets. Establishment of local procespiagts and chains of stores, their
development and making the system of labellingameaji products.

It is necessary to take into consideration localosvments, traditions; reveal local values
and competence; prepare food cadastre and valeatory; map local potentials; make a
list of local food-industry actors and determineawling branches of agriculture. For
developing local products, it is essential to hmiganisation by value chains, which beside
sales and promotion involve processing, storing @adsport activities as well — vertical

approach. Developing suppliers’ and buyers’ netwaskkey element of this process. Here
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belong local market development, local marketingvaies and the establishment of local
food brands as well.

- Adequate utilisation of local natural endowmentsjpkying local people for
achieving adequate employment rate.

Without the enthusiasm, conscious behaviour andeaparticipation of local actors, local
agribusiness cannot be intensified, strengthemedraved in a sustainable way. So those
activities are especially emphatic that are aimedeaeloping consumers’ awareness, the
habit of conscious consumption. This can creatallotarket and collaboration between
local enterprises. In is indispensable to strengtloeal identity (especially among the
young) and the preference of local resources, mtsdgervices, knowledge, as a general
rule. Local economic actors, involving municipagj should prefer local products, services
and should employ local people. Another elementfariming the approach is the
entrepreneurial spirit, improving willingness toimp business, since — even if it was forced
— self-employment can be answer to continuous keend huge unemployment.

This segment of the strategy aims at human resadegelopment of local producers and
food-industry companies over flexible trainings.eTgoal is teaching such skills that
improve the professional quality of the farm, eptese. This involves beside general
entrepreneurial, economic and financial knowledbe, current topics and forecasts of the
given profession, as well as contents from locatdny. Professional training should, if
possible, adjust to the needs of local economyhiagcthose professions, which are

important in the given region.

- Cooperation between producers and their organisatioproduction and marketing,
exploiting trade opportunities in the border region

Community development is of core importance, thoilgh a time-consuming process, but
results in strong community feelings, willingness dollaborate and ability to manage
conflicts. Common planning also contributes to tespirit, strengthening of self-control,
solidarity and tolerance. For farmers and manufacsu from the two countries,
relationships should be established first, and lagsed on these relations, production and
economic aspects of cooperation can also be eggloiealised both in horizontal and
vertical integration, and forecast even cross-hbon@ele after the administrative barriers are

demolished.
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- Making sale chains the shortest possible in ordgréserve most of the income for
enterprises in the region
There are different forms of territorial economiooperation: production and sales
cooperatives, clusters, suppliers’ networks, asl vasl thematic routes and conscious
connection of certain sectors, and organisatioghains of interests. Local thematic routes
based on local agribusiness and gastronomy alsong®lhere. If these systems are
successfully developed and managed by farmerstlgiréten most of the profit will appear

in local producers’ incomes.

- Revealing such market niches where products witjn lsidded value can be sold
successfully, motivating procurement of input miaisrin the regional market near
the border.

Development of such local food products togethehwheir marketing that are intended
exclusively for the international market. These special local products with high added
value, excellent quality and unigueness. Therehance for purchasing input material in
gross at preferential prices in case of both thesé other products. It can be a good
example of cross-border trade, from which producérsoth countries may gain, only the

administrative obstacles must be eliminated first.

- Developing common advisory network and informatlananitoring system.
The general objective of advisory networks is tim and teach agricultural producers in
order to increase their income and improve thegiress management skills. Special goal is
to help them solve their production problems arghoisational, economy questions of farm
development, as well as to contribute to rural tgy@ent in their environment, preserving
the environment and resources. Development stepsldstbe based on the Hungarian
advisory and monitoring network, since the Serlsgstem is much less developed. The
Hungarian system takes into account the valueshef European Union, has a wide-
spreading background and is better embedded, wh8erbia the system was initiated from

above.

- Insisting on collaboration between local decisioakers and producers for

achieving commonly set goals.
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Here are those programmes that are managed andnmapted by municipalities being the
investors. Basic community supply systems shouldction in common property and
management, since it would have economy developnedigicts locally. These are
opportunities for implementing renewable energy arveéstment stimulating programmes.
Local agriculture may be developed and alternaticemes may be realised with complex
energy programmes. Giving impulse to municipaliyred enterprises is beneficial for the

community.

- Ensuring food safety, introducing own regional dimds for premium category
products above EU and national regulations.
Beside the introduction of the EU and national feaéety regulations, regional food quality
standards should be developed. As we said abous,necessary to develop traditional
products and product groups, characteristic toréiggon. For a farmer who wants to enter
this circle not only prescriptions of exterior cheteristics, but interior and quality
prescriptions are also obligatory. These rules khba developed with the collaboration of

local farmers and manufacturers and the improvinodgssion.

- Developing common agricultural marketing systemelbdagn local labelling system
of products.

Local product development activities should be Hheohdin close connection. This
programme involves image development of local petglusetting the specialised shop of
local products (locally, in towns nearby or in the#ernet) or placing shelves of local
products in stores nearby. Here is the wide ramgeaoketing tools as well: food promotion
on village feasts, festivals, in towns and estabtisnt of model farms that can be visited.
There is the opportunity of participating on maskiet neighbouring towns. With the help of
market research, some international channels carddbermined for marketing local

products regionally or internationally.

- Founding two model farms on both sides of the borde
In order to simulate putting into practice of tHarmed activities, two model farms should
be established on both sides of the border. Thasebe already existing business units
where production system and infrastructure sho@dransformed according to adequate

rules and principles. Both farms operate in theincenvironments. Based on received
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feedback, experience and results, the system tanbla implemented more widely in both

countries.

4. Necessity and development of common statisécel monitoring system

Agriculture and relating food industry are determinthe economy in both regions.
Agribusiness is an endowment, potential and contiparadvantage in both regions. In case
of certain social-economic problems of the two oegi only the development of
agribusiness can be effective.

The EU integration process has started in Serbighirwwhich beside legal
harmonisation, reform of administration, harmon@atof economic and financial policy
and implementation of EU standards, there will l@ziosis changes in the field of
development policy as well. It is also necessarpammonise agricultural statistics and to
prepare for implementing food monitoring systensarbia.

Territorial and economic compatibility should besered in the Hungarian-Serbian
border region, since this is a professional, pritand business interest in both regions.

The target areas of special programmes within theube Strategy are irrespective
of state borders, providing direct and indirecutessin community, regional and economic
development. Furthermore, other countries of thauba Region outside the EU may also
participate in programming and the implementatiAndeveloped agribusiness statistical
and monitoring system in both regions could be dsr implementing trans-national
programmes of common development in the fieldsgoicalture, food industry and trade. A
database with dynamic data series and cadastresusihess subjects could provide
necessary raw information for further planningjissgion of new programmes and projects.

It can safely be stated that in the process ofildibg the economy after the crisis,
clusters will be the drivers of the economy.

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Necessary tasks

Regional colleagues should update data constamityregister potential changes at farmers
and enterprises.

The questionnaire and data sheet as well as th@ictisns should be revised every
year. Processing feedbacks, comments receiveddadangathering and the operation of the
electronic sale system, and possible correctiorsedaon them are indispensable for

continuous operation.

Tasks of the system

Continuous update of the database, processing wadation of data. The same
questionnaire and data processing method shouldsked in both regions for providing
compatibility. There is a complete agricultural\sy in Hungary every ten years, done by
the Central Statistical Office. Since there is n&hs system in Serbia, therefore the
monitoring system should adopt to the establislhedey system in Hungary.
The survey documents should take into consideratiethods applied in Hungary. If the
system of complete agricultural survey will be asluced in Serbia as well, then the survey
documents of this programme should be based on cona®nominator of the two systems.
It is practical to present the results and expegenf the programme to the Serbian

The potentials of infrastructural development wericontrol for drainage and flood
control purposes, the question of channels aneéaallg water reservoirs, resolving
irrigation at industrial and SME level, all shoud@ revised. Channels should be

widened for navigation purposes and to utilise gn@otentials of the two big rivers
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and the channel system between them. The confieteeen national economy,

natural preservation and environmental protectispeats of these enlargements
must be handled with compromise the way that tlggores economic resources

should not be overtaxed.

* Resources of thermal and medicinal water:

The technology, economics, marketability and emrmmental potentials and

constraints of actually exploitable and availabhelerground depth water resources
must be revised, for their environment-friendly iagitural, medical, energy and

tourism exploitation. A realistic long-term utiltsan strategy concept should be

formulated and developed with regional approach.
